Grandview Plaza City Council
Met in Regular Session May 19, 2026 at 5:30 PM
Meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm, by Marvin Edison. Present were council members, Tanya Thurn, Art Potter, Harlan Lofthus, Ronald Woods and Robert Rodney. Also present were, Janet Young, Roger Unruh, Antonio Castillo, Jeremy Bramwell, Chief Shawn Peirano, Luke and Meggan Erichsen, Joe Palone, Dakota Cupp, Katie Bramwell, Amber Castillo, Drue and Shelby Sellin, Amber Buffington, Jaylah Buffington, Vicki Vandenburg, Miguel Vazquez, Ale Vasquez, Emme Vazquea, Hadrienne Rubero, Sgt. Martin, Officer Rubero, J. Brown, Officer Boyd, Tami Ellis, Officer Stamm, Lillian Stamm, Officer Scheidt, Donald and Hailie Mansker, Alexandria Goodson, Matt Imly Jonathan, Heather Goodson, Mason Goodson, Richard Pinaire and Renate White.
Tanya Thurn made a motion to approve the April 21, 2026 minutes.  Ronald Woods seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote unanimous.
Richard Pinaire advised that 408 Hudson had been cleaned up and that Jay Lakin had been issued a No Trespass Warning. Mr. Pinaire advised they would be selling that property.  Mr. Pinaire requested an additional 30 days to get 113 W Grandview cleaned up. Tanya Thurn made a motion to allow Mr. Pinaire to get 113 W Grandview by the June 16, 2026 meeting.  Art Potter seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
Luke advised the council of the following:
1) Provided council with a quote from Hickman Environmental Services for $7305.80 for sewer pond parts. Harlan Lofthus made a motion to approve the purchase. Robert Rodney seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
2) Advised the council that he had placed ditch liner rock in the Community Center drainage area.
3) Advised the council that Jeremy had put in his 2 weeks’ notice, last day May 21, 2026.  Requested to hire for that position with a starting pay of $18.00 hr. Robert Rodney made a motion to approve the hire.  Seconded by Ronald Woods.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
4) Requested to raise Antonio Castillo to $18.00 hour. Harlan Lofthus made the motion to give the raise. Robert Rodney seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
5) Advised the he may need to hire a part time/seasonal worker to help with mowing until the end of September, and that he would like to offer them $16.00 hour. Harlan Lofthus made a motion to approve the part time worker.  Tanya Thurn seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
Jeremy advised the council of the following:
1) Advised they had 17 calls for service. 
2) Advised that Alexandria Goodson had completed her probationary training and promoted her to fire fighter.
3) Presented an agreement with the Kansas State Fire Marshal Wildfire response. Ronald Woods made a motion to table this until the next meeting. Art Potter seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
Shawn Peirano advised the council of the following:
1) Advised they had 318 calls for service in March.
2) Janet Young swore Anthony Rubero and Devin Stamm as new police officers.
3) Requested to increase the pay to $18.50 for new hires. Tanya Thurn made a motion to increase the beginning pay.  Harlan Lofthus seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
4) Advised the court the Devin Stamm has 5 years of previous police experience and that he would like to start his pay at $20.50. Harlan Lofthus made a motion to approve the pay. Ronald Woods seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote unanimous.
5) Advised he would like to promote Sgt. Martin to the Captain position with $1.00 hour raise. Art Potter made the motion to approve. Tanya Thurn seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote unanimous. 
6) Recognized Officer Boyd for getting her DRE status and Officer Vasquez for becoming a Field Training Officer.
7) Advised he would like to promote Officer Boyd to Sergeant with a $.75 raise per hour. Tanya Thurn made a motion to approve. Art Potter seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
8) Recognized Hadrienne Rubero for all her hard work as clerk and Christian Scheidt for graduating the police academy.
9) Presented some dark gray uniforms that he would like the department to go to.  Tanya Thurn made a motion to change the uniforms. Seconded by Ronald Woods. Motion carried, vote unanimous. Chief Peirano advised that this would not be done right away.
10) Presented 3 pages off blight notices sent out.  After discussion Ordinance 26-01, an ordinance allowing the city clerk to order the abatement of grass after receiving information from the officers that policy has been followed. Tanya Thurn made a motion to approve Ordinance 26-01 as written.  Harlan Lofthus seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
11) Harlan Lofthus made a motion to have Janet Young start looking at hiring a full time blight officer, and which department would cover that salary.  Art Potter seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous. 
12) Requested to fly to Georgia to pick up the new truck.  The dealership is advising that they do not have anyone to drive it out here. Tanya Thurn made a motion to allow that. Ronald Woods seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
13) Requested a motion to approve option #4 from the engineers for the public safety building. Tanya Thurn made the motion. Art Potter seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote unanimous. 
Renate White from Freedom Fest addressed the council and requested a donation of $1500.00 from the city. Harlan Lofthus made a motion to approve the donation. Ronald Woods seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
Jaylah Buffington addressed the council about her experience while she attended the HD Karnes classes.
Matt Imlay appeared concerning 159 E. Grandview Drive. The council decided that Resolution 26-05 would not be passed at this time. However, that Resolution will immediately be passed if Mr. Imlay allows his property to become a blight again.
Council considered Resolution 26-04 concerning the abatement of blights on property at 121 E Anchor. The property had not been cleaned up and the resident Kyle Dunham did not appear at this meeting. Ronald Woods made a motion to approve Resolution 26-04 as written. Tanya Thurn seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.



Janet Young advised the council of the following:
1) Requested that the council approve Mayor Edison, Council member Tanya Thurn, Janet Young and Shawn Peirano to advised Dr. Eggleston that the city would like to enter into negotiations for the elementary building. Ronald Woods made the motion to approve. Robert Rodney seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote unanimous.
2) Advised the council of the increase in costs to the city if the police officers are moved the KP&F retirement.
3) Requested the council to appoint Captain Martin and herself to the 911 board. Harlan Lofthus made the motion to appoint both of us. Ronald Woods seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
4) Requested approval to pay employees who do not need the health and dental insurance through the city. Harlan Lofthus made a motion to pay them $4.00 per hour. Ronald Woods seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
5) Presented the council with changes that would save the city some money. To include, no more take home vehicles unless you live in the city. To stop the fire department from responding to medical calls, due to multiple complaints from other agencies and citizens of Junction City stating our vehicles are running code through the city and not driving with due care.
6) Voiced concern over that Chief Bramwell would respond to calls while on the clock as a city worker, getting paid a monthly stipend and also putting down that for the $20.00 pay for the call. Chief Bramwell writes down his hours out on a Storm Watch to get paid his hourly rate from the city and then put down that same thing as a call out for the fire department.  This has happening for quite a while and included Antonio Castillo and Luke Erichsen. They told the council that is what Jerome had done.

Ronald Woods moved to approve the April expenditures, seconded by Harlan Lofthus.  Motion carried, vote unanimous. 
Harlan Lofthus moved to approve the April financial statement, seconded by Ronald Woods.  Motion carried, vote unanimous. 
Ronald Woods made the motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Art Potter.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
