Newly elected Mayor Marvin Edison, Council Member Art Potter and Council Member Harlan Lofthus were sworn in.
Gary Berges presented Resolution 26-01 adopting Kansas Homeland Security Region I Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Ronald Woods made a motion to adopt the Resolution as written.  Art Potter seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
Jacob Kujath from James Gordon & Associates CPA present the council with the findings of the 2024 audit. Janet Young requested a motion to have the agency start on the 2025 audit.  Harlan Lofthus made a motion to have James Gordon & Associated CPA conduct the 2025 audit.  Seconded by Ronald Woods. Motion carried, vote unanimous.
Matt and Melissa Imlay were called up concerning 159 E. Grandview Drive.  Harlan Lofthus made a motion to move this to the February 17, 2026 meeting and asked them to clean up a little more.  Tanya Thurn seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote unanimous.
Luke advised the council of the following:
1) New truck is in and we are waiting for KaComm to install the equipment
2) He has been invited to attend the county meeting for roads
Jeremy advised the council of the following:
1) Advised they had 18 calls for service.
2) Requested to purchase a new Positive Pressure fan for $5922.95. Harlan Lofthus made a motion to approve the purchase. Ronald Woods seconded the motion.  Motion carried, vote unanimous.
3) Advised they he is getting quotes for new air packs for the grant money received.
Shawn Peirano advised the council of the following:
1) Advised that they responded to 305 calls for service in December, and 4529 calls for the service in 2025.
2) Advised the Christian Scheidt is currently at the law enforcement academy and that Officer Samantha Boyd will be attending DRE training.
3) After much discussion, the council advised Chief Peirano to sell the 2 vehicles that have maintenance problems. Council advised to reach out to insurance company on the truck to ensure they did not have any problems if we sold the truck.
4) Advised the council that the Junction City Animal Shelter wanted a new Interlocal Service Agreement, however the language in the one provided by the Animal Shelter requested permission to take and provide care for sick or injured cats.  The animal shelter did not want to take in canines that would be surrendered by their owners. The animal shelter would raise their rate to $100.00 for each canine. The council unanimously agreed that they did not want to agree to the shelter would itself be responsible for any sick or injured animals that it took in.  The council unanimously agreed that the Animal Shelter needed to provide instructions and fees charged to owners who wished to surrender the animals.
City Attorney Roger Unruh was given their proposal and will is going to write a counter proposal.
