Storm 
WATCH

An announcement that hurricane/
tornado conditions are possible in 
your area

Watches are issued 48 hours in 
advance of anticipated onset of 
tropical storm force winds. 

TAKE ACTION: Begin or continue 
storm preparation activities and 
listen for updates from local 
officials.

Storm 
WARNING

An announcement that hurricane/
tornado conditions are expected 
in your area 

Warnings are issued 36 hours in 
advance of anticipated onset of 
tropical-storm-force winds. 

TAKE ACTION:  Complete storm 
preparation activities and evacuate 
if required by local officials. An 
announcement that hurricane/
tornado conditions are possible in 
your area

FIRE 
√   Be sure to have any common areas and buildings inspected annually 

√    Install smoke alarms on every level and test them once a month 

√   Talk with your community and family about a fire escape plan and practice 
twice a year 

√     If a fire occurs, GET OUT, STAY OUT and CALL FOR HELP.

FLOOD
√    Pay close attention to any news sources and have an  

emergency kit handy.

√    If you have time prior to evacuation secure your home by  
moving essential items to the highest part of your home  
and bring in outdoor furniture. 

√   Beware of Flash Flooding, if there is any possibility of a  
flash flood move immediately to higher ground. 

√    Be aware of streams, drainage channels, and other areas in  
the community that are known to flood suddenly. 

√     Do not walk through moving water. Six inches of moving  
water can sweep you off your feet. 

√   Do not drive in flooded areas. Turn around and go another way. 

√   Listen to news reports to learn whether your community’s water is safe to drink.

√   Return home only when authorities indicate it is safe. 

√   Disinfect everything that got wet. Mud left from floodwater can contain 
sewage and chemicals.

Tools should be marked for identifica-
tion and return.
