Today I had the pleasure of interviewing Barry Biddle, a professional photographer who specializes in capturing portrait and fash-
ion photos for editorial and advertising.

What has been your favorite photo location or session?

My favorite location is inside the garden area at SUR Restaurant and lounge in west Beverly Hills, mainly because it involves
some of the most talented models actors and designers that I have worked with like Skyfish Swimwear New York and PEAK
Models LA and since the owners are world know celebrities the environment attracts a lot of talent from all over the world.

How did you get into fashion photography?

I had an interesting start from studying engineering and architecture as a child to suddenly changing my focus to photography
then to Fashion. I never really planned it out, it just sort of happened. I think the reason I ended up in fashion is that I love every
aspect of it from the clothing to modeling and the chaos of choreographing insane and impossible situations calculating every-
thing in an environment and executing directed and pointed stills that leave the teams very happy for all their hard work, leaves
me with stunning pictures for my book and it totally stimulates my ADD.

How would you describe your photographic style?

My favorite thing is to work in various locations, with the goal of creating a connection between the model and the surroundings.
I tend to switch between dramatic and being over the top to simplicity depending on location, clothing and intent of the picture.

Aquatic-inspired themes pattern the
suits, which feature another unique design
element: Pratt’s own poetry.

“All of the writing on the bathing suits is
my own poetry and my own writing,” Pratt
said, although she said it’s not all about bad
romance and evil ex-boyfriends. “Nothing’s
negative.”

Still, “you could be sitting next to your
boyfriend and he’s being a jerk and you’re
wearing a suit telling him what a jerk he is,
but looking sexy,” Garofalo said. “We find
that amusing.”

The two designers both graduated from
the Fashion Institute of Technology and
met while working at a restaurant in down-
town Manhattan. In between shifts, they
bemoaned love lives and brainstormed
fashion collections.

“There was a lot of downtime to talk
about boys and life experiences and what
was going on in our lives,” Garofalo said.

A breakthrough came when both women
ended relationships around the same time.
They got to work immediately.

“People write in and tell us their stories
all the time,” she said.
