ALWAYS , EVERY TIME:     1 . *   Firearms must be unloaded, magazines removed, actions ope ned, or bolts removed anytime   entering or  exiting the range or when range is COLD.   2 .  * Point muzzle  in a safe direction.     3 .   * Keep f inger off the trigger until ready to shoot.     4.   * Immediately stop shooting when anyone cal ls "c ease fire ."   Notify others if you need to remove or fire a  chambered rou nd.     5. * COLD Range   (no shooting) :  check with others to ensure firearms are  not capable of firi ng (see # 1   above)      6. * HOT Range   (shooting) :  check to en sure there is no one down range. W hen the range is declared HOT,   firing is  permitted  .        7. * All shooters   are responsible for their rounds stay ing within the confines of the  range. Shooters may shoot  only from the firing line at the target  designated and  in line with their position. Shooting at items placed on the  ground or at targets not posted at the approp riate height on the target frame ena bles  projectiles   to   miss   the  backstop   and is prohibited with zero tolerance.   Ric ochets are dangerous.  DO NOT CAUSE RICO CH ETS.     8.   * If you “bring it” you “take it”.  Do not leave your trash for someone else to discard.       9. Wear eye and ear protection.      10.   Have good manners.   As soon as practical, m ake the range COLD when new shooters need to set targets and  quickly set the targets.   11.  *Know where your projectile is going.  Do preliminary sight - in at the pistol range.   Ask for help if needed.   12 .  * Members who violate these rules or any other reasonable safety rule may be held personally liable.   NOTE:  The club has set a ZERO TOLERANCE policy on these rules   (*) .   Members caught   disobeying these rules  or members knowingly   allowing so meone to disobey these rules will   lose their membership   with no refund .    A  review board will determine if the member can be reinstated.  Range Safety is not a “Grey Area” matter. Please abide by all safety rules and  remember that no amount of information is  better than good ,  common sense.     1} No one other than active m embers an d their guests are   permitted to use range faci lities, except  during open shoots or activities.        2 ) Members must accompany  their  guests while on club property.    Loaning of  the gate   and   facilities   key s /codes   are   strictly prohibited.     3} Members are responsible for  their safety and   that   of   their   guests   and ensuring they   handle their  firearms   in a safe manner.     4) Consuming  or being impaired by  alcoholic beverages   or any   other   substance wh il e on club  property is forbidden.     5) Discharging any  fully - automat ic firearm   within  the  boundary of  club property   is strictly  forbidden.   This rule is waived for Law Enforcement Officers during qualification exercises.     6)   Both hearing & e ye protection ar e strongly recommended.     7) Handle  every firearm   as though it is loaded and keep the   muzzle pointed in a safe direction.     8) Keep actions open   on   all   firearms   except   when on station   sho oting.       9) Do not load or  chamber a round unless on station  preparing  for an immediate shot.     10) Use existing   tar get   frames a nd line up shots so they go in to the backstops.     11) Do n ot set targets on the ground (Causes ricochets!)     12) Use  target frames   to put up targets: Do NO T place targets on  PVC or other  posts on the ra nge.     13) Follow caliber recommendations on metal spinner targets   and NO Full Metal   Jacket, metal - cased, or armor - piercing bullets to  be used on these targets to prevent damage.     14) No smokeless powder to be   us ed in any muzzleloaders   except those specifi cally  designed for  its use.   If the barrel is stamped   "blackpowder or blackpowder   su bstitutes only", do not use  smok eless powder.     15 ) Treat any misfire with caution and wait at least a minute or two before opening the   breech to check as  it might be   a "hang   fire." 18) Clean up spent shell casings, remove targets, and return chairs and rests under shed roof when finished shooting.

20) We fully support our local law enforcement officers and have opened our range to them to practice and qualify.  Please yield to their needs if discovered using our range facilities.

21) As a part of being a good neighbor, no shooting on the Rifle Range before 9:00 A.M. and no shooting on any ranges before 12:00 Noon on Sundays. Waivers may be granted by the board.

22) Due to safety concerns, NO HUNTING of any kind is allowed on Club Property.

Shotgun Rules: (*These rules are in addition to bylaws and/or any rules already posted)

1) All basic shooting safety rules apply.

2) AII shooters to keep actions open until on station while preparing for the shot. (EMPTY Break-open doubles in gun racks OK to be closed)

3) No shot larger than 7 ½ in target loads.

4) Be sure to use the correct ammunition for your shotgun and keep shells  separated to avoid  a 12-20 or 20-28 burst.

5) Shooters to load only when  on the shooting station preparing for the shot.

6} Shotgun traps all have the capability to seriously injure or even kill if misused or handled carelessly.  Please have a qualified Club member instruct you on the safe use of these traps.

7) When shooting is completed, all target throwers are to be left in the "released" condition with NO stored energy.  Power switch on electric traps should be in the "OFF" or back position.

8) When shooting is finished, clear target houses of target boxes and sweep out. Replace the controller. 

9) It is suggested that Skeet Shooters load only one (1) round for each single and two (2) rounds for doubles.  Never load more than two rounds.

10) Shotgun shooters are reminded to bring gas for the generator when shooting skeet. The Club provides gas only for special events.

New Members are required to take equipment and safety training prior to using the Skeet, Sporting, or 5-Stand traps.  Contact any of the Board Members or watch for info in the Newsletter or Email for training info.

** The Shooting Sports are fantastic forms of recreation and discipline that are as safe as the participants make them.  Think !  Be Safe !
