Study Guide: Mindset
Key Scripture
2 Corinthians 10:3–5 (NIV)
“For though we walk in the flesh, we are not waging war according to the flesh. For the weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh but have divine power to destroy strongholds. We destroy arguments and every lofty opinion raised against the knowledge of God, and take every thought captive to obey Christ.”

Episode Overview
In this chapter, Tim McGuire challenges listeners to see the battlefield not as a physical place but as the mind—where thoughts, beliefs, and perceptions determine victory or defeat.
Having the right tools and training means nothing without the right mindset.
Victory begins when we renew our minds, align our thoughts with God’s truth, and develop a disciplined spiritual rhythm.

1️⃣ The Captain’s Lesson — The Power of Focus
· A distracted ship crew learned that mindset determines mission success.
· The same is true in our walk with Christ: we can be equipped but still unprepared if our mindset is off.
· Key Point: We train like we fight. Spiritual readiness requires daily focus and mental discipline.
Reflection Questions
1. Have you ever gone through the motions spiritually without truly being focused?
2. What distractions most often pull your mind away from God’s mission?

2️⃣ Understanding the Battlefield
· Our real battle isn’t with people—it’s spiritual, against deception and lies.
· The enemy’s tactic: distort truth, sow fear, and divide believers.
· Lies like “You’ll never change” or “You’re too far gone” become mental strongholds.
· God’s truth demolishes those lies and rebuilds the mind through renewal.
Key Verse: Romans 12:2 – “Be transformed by the renewing of your mind.”
Application: Transformation begins internally—through the renovation of the mind, not a change in circumstance.
Reflection Questions
1. What “strongholds” or repeating lies have you believed about yourself?
2. How can you use Scripture to replace them with truth?

3️⃣ The Battle Plan — Faith in Action
· Faith is the foundation of our spiritual battle plan.
· Like David facing Goliath, our courage is rooted not in fearlessness but in trusting God’s past faithfulness.
· Faith prepares us before the fight begins.
Reflection Questions
1. How has God been faithful to you in the past?
2. How can remembering those moments strengthen your current faith?

4️⃣ The Five Stones of Readiness
Each “stone” represents a mindset principle for spiritual warfare:
🪨 Stone One: Know Where the Battle Lies
· Recognize the true enemy—Satan, not people.
· Practice discernment to stay focused on spiritual realities, not emotional reactions.
🪨 Stone Two: Know Who You Are
· Identity is your shield.
· Remember: You are a child of God, adopted and empowered by His Spirit.
· Identity defeats insecurity.
🪨 Stone Three: Establish a Battle Rhythm
· Discipline builds consistency.
· Daily prayer, Scripture, and worship form your spiritual routine.
· Joshua 1:8 reminds us that meditation on God’s Word leads to success.
🪨 Stone Four: Use Your Spiritual Gifts
· Every believer plays a part in God’s mission.
· Your gifts—whether teaching, serving, encouraging, or leading—are vital to the body of Christ.
🪨 Stone Five: Remember Who Wins the Battle
· The final stone is assurance—knowing Christ has already secured the victory.
· We fight from victory, not for it.
Reflection Questions
1. Which of these five stones do you most need to strengthen?
2. How can you use your gifts to support others in their battles?

5️⃣ Demolishing Strongholds — Capturing Every Thought
Paul’s command to “take every thought captive” requires daily vigilance.
Four-Step Process:
1. Detect the lie.
2. Diagnose it by comparing it with Scripture.
3. Demolish it through prayer and truth.
4. Discipline your mind with continual practice.
Battle Checklist – Philippians 4:8:
Think on what is true, noble, right, pure, lovely, and admirable.
Reflection Exercise:
Write down one recurring negative thought.
Next to it, write a Bible verse that declares the opposite truth.

6️⃣ Mindset Determines Mission
· Performance follows mindset.
· Isaiah 26:3: Perfect peace comes to those whose minds are steadfast in trust.
· Peace is not the absence of battle—it’s the presence of God within it.
Application:
· When your thoughts are right, your actions follow.
· Guard your mindset—it shapes your mission and testimony.

7️⃣ Renewing the Mind Daily
Renewal happens through:
· Reading God’s Word
· Prayer and Worship
· Community and Accountability
· Remembering Identity in Christ
Key Truths
· You fight how you think.
· Victory begins in your mind.
· Renewal is a daily choice, not a one-time act.
