REPORT OF THE SELECTMEN

  
We have noted an improvement in the Town’s tax collections.  More people paid their taxes on time this year than in the past.  We hope that this is a sign of improved income levels.  Additionally, we have collected more past due taxes than in years past.  This has increased our undesignated fund balance to the point that we have resumed asking the Town to use surplus funds to lower the Town budget.  We also feel that we will have funds available to help pay for the large capital expenditures we face in road repairs, the Ridlon Bridge replacement and the Town Office building repair or replacement.  

Unfortunately, the State budget continues to negatively impact town budgets.  While Revenue Sharing was not eliminated as proposed, the amount paid us has been reduced yet again.  Also, the State’s contribution to education funding has been reduced and, along with the failure to fund the full share of education costs, will increase the burden on property tax.

During 2015  the Board heard applications from and approved the following:

· Jackie Gardner was approved for conversion of an existing residential structure to a floral workshop (Agricultural) at 745 Spec Pond Rd (Tax Map R07, lot 32A);
· Michael Bragdon was approved for automotive repairs at 245 Ossipee Trail (Tax Map R01, lot 47B);
· William Day Jr. & Sons Inc. was approved for expansion of an existing firewood business to include a kiln for drying firewood, 4,000 gallon propane tank to run kiln, 60’x125’ building for wood storage, and a small office at 995 Brownfield Road (Tax Map R12, lot 36); and
· The Fox Farm Inc. Subdivision on Fox Farm Road was revised to retire one lot which is very steep, in the restricted zone and now unbuildable under current shoreland zoning (Tax Map R08, lot 6.5).

Greetings from the Board of Directors of the Tri-Town Transfer station,

Another year has come and gone and as we enter into the next calendar year, our goal is to keep improving the performance of Tri-Town recycling and transfer station.

We would like to thank the station attendants for their continued outstanding work. Thank you Alan, Tim, Teddy,and Scott . We would also like to thank everyone for their efforts to continue to recycle more every year.

It was in the 2015 budget to purchase a new truck. We put out to bid and after bids from three companies, we chose to go with a new 2015 - 2016 Mack GU713. The truck has been delivered and in service and working very well.

Over the past year Tri-Town entered into an agreement with SAD 55 to receive trash and recyclable waste from the district schools. This agreement will save the district in excess of $10,000 per year and will generate additional income for the transfer station, as well as increase recycling credits.

We now have a paint transfer program where you can bring paint and we will package it and receive a small fee from paintcare for doing so. We encourage everyone to recycle paint versus putting it in your household trash. We also have a box for books that can be recycled. The Planet Earth clothing box was removed at the station, as well as all other locations in Maine due to lack of use in the state.

We continue to move forward with improvements to the operation and its performance. We now have a complete set of revised plans and the permits we need from the DEP. Thank you to our Senator Bill Diamond for getting the paperwork off the desk and into the flow. Thanks Bill.

We rebuilt the hydraulic system and parts of the household trash compactor to bring them up to date. We have been doing preventative maintenance and rebuilds on off days as needed.
													Again we would like to emphasize that.it is important to recycle as much as possible for our enviroment as well as our tax dollars. Every ton of recycling saves you $83.00 a ton tipping fee.

For over twenty years the Sacopee Valley Recreation Council has provided a wide variety of programs for members of the communities in the area. PARSONSFIELD-PORTER HISTORICAL SOCIETY – ANNUAL REPORT 2015

	2015 was one of the busiest seasons the Historical Society has had. Something was going on almost every weekend from June through September.  The same slate of officers was elected at our April business meeting:  President – Sylvia Wilson, VP – Lynda Sudlow, Treasurer – Merry Shea, and Secretary – Jan Iler.  Sadly, our Treasurer, Merry Shea passed away in December leaving the Treasurer position vacant.  Sylvia Wilson filled in during the last few months and would be willing to take the Treasurer position in 2015 as she would be happy to pass on the President position to someone new. Therefore, we need some new members to come forward for elections in April.  Would you be interested and willing to take an officer position?  Please give it some thought and let us know.     
	Meetings are held once each month from April through October (except August) usually the 4th Saturday of the month – but watch the shopping guide to be sure of the dates and locations.  Most are held at History House on Main Street.  All the meetings are open to the public and five have interesting programs.  There will be two open house dates – June 4 and Sept.18 that feature the new exhibit for the season.  Many of our programs are presented by Society members willing to share their pictures and knowledge of local history.  At the 2015 September open house the scrapbook collection was brought out and visitors had fun browsing through them.  
	In 2015 we changed our practice of doing a whole new exhibit in the Meeting Room every year.  Instead, there will be a smaller major new exhibit in one section and small semi-permanent exhibits around the rest of the room.  In 2015 the main exhibit was “Coming Home – 1865” about our veteran’s lives after the Civil War ended.  This was to commemorate the 150th anniversary of the ending of the Civil War.  The rest of the house is also open for tours.	
	Our collection at History House continues to expand as does the research material, photos and genealogy information.  The research room is available May through September on most Mondays from 10:30 – 1:30 and by appointment.  It is best to call a day or two ahead to be sure.
	Part of our mission is to encourage local schools to bring pupils to History House to learn about our local history.  In 2015 forty plus 5th Grade students from South Hiram Elementary School came to tour History House.
	We are gradually expanding our activities beyond History House with tours and opportunities for the public to learn about historic places and people throughout Parsonsfield, Porter and South Hiram. Again this year Peter Cyr generously held open house at the historic Blazo-Leavitt house in North Parsonsfield, and Silas Haggerty graciously invited us to the former Playhouse Theater in Kezar Falls, Open House at the Parsonsfield Townhouse in Middle Road was held again in August and Open House at the Old Porter Meeting House was held in September. New in 2015 was a mock school day at the old Blazo School House on Par Sem Day.  Also new this year was a three part program/workshop “Documenting Your Family History”– an introduction to digital scrapbooking.  Two of these were hands on workshops to learn how to research your family information via the internet and then setting up a digital scrapbook page of your own.  
 	Fundraising is important to the survival of the Society and is done through – catering a supper for an Oxford County Municipal Officers meeting; yard & bake sale; exhibit at the Ossipee Valley Fair; a quilt raffle; the sale of books published by us; a booth at Par Sem Day and at the Apple Festival. The books “Parsonsfield, Maine – a Town of Many Villages” and “Porter, Maine – 200 Years” are still available.   These continue to be popular. 
	Don’t forget to check the BLOG Local History Matters by Patricia Turner for interesting historical stories and more information about PPHS.  We also receive many inquiries for information through our web site and e-mail address. 
	Traditionally we end the season in November with our members and invited guests sharing a Thanksgiving Pot Luck Luncheon.  It is always a nice way to end the year.

	It is the mission of the Parsonsfield-Porter Historical Society to collect and preserve artifacts, photographs, documents and publications of historical significance that relate directly to the history of Parsonsfield, Porter and South Hiram, Maine – including the village of Kezar Falls; to preserve and make available for research the genealogical records of families from the area; to encourage the love and study of local history in the youth of the area; to encourage the preservation of historical sites and structures; and to discover and disseminate local history, legend and lore so that succeeding generations may benefit from a better understanding of their past.
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We are writing to request that the article below be included in the warrant for the next town meeting (2016) and request 100% of franchise fees received from Time Warner Cable.  
This year has been another busy one with the student managed TV-2 program.  We continue to add an extensive amount of programming events for our viewers. We have also continued to provide programming to those not served by Time Warner Cable by use of streaming web media content.  However our current web system is in disrepair, awaiting new agreement funding, that is on its way.  Our web channel is currently only able to access archived programming due to this temporary disruption.  Anyone with Internet access can view previously broadcast shows, as well as tune in to view live events on the web, as they are happening, as we broadcast using www.Ustream.tv   Again this year, SVHS students continue to work particularly hard setting up live sound and live remote broadcasting from the many school board public forums that took place during the school budget process, school closure meetings, as well as other community and school events.  We continue to provide coverage of all school board meetings and were able to record and broadcast all of the town meetings. 
TV-2 students continue to work in a classroom format perfecting their skills with these many events, processing community and school events, and updating information for viewers.  Students are actively engaged in learning valuable real life TV/Video experiences as they develop skills necessary to manage the public access channel, all usually while broadcasting, “on-the-fly”. We are very proud to have provided coverage of SVHS sporting events this past year, and look to always improve on the program.  Many students benefit from this educational component created by the TV-2 Community Television Program in the school, several of which have pursued careers in this discipline after graduation.  Students are proud to have been able to provide this service to the community of MSAD #55 and the 5 towns.  The students should be commended for their hard work, long hours and skills.  
The TV-2 Committee, in cooperation with town officials through active negotiations with Time Warner Cable, have come to agreement to renew our current franchise agreement which had expired in 2011.  We formed a Franchise Negotiations Committee in September of 2010, consisting of one selectman from each town, and several TV-2 Committee members.  The Franchise Negotiations Committee has been working with several outside organizations, to include the “Broadband Expansion Initiative”, to explore expanded coverage to the people of all five towns.  Time Warner has recently expanded coverage to several areas of the five towns as part of the “ConnectME” grants.  As the new agreement was reached, it serves to settle outstanding issues and will provide equipment & facilities improvements to facilitate expansion for residents and improvements to our current coverage even further, to include a web interface.  Our biggest hurdle has been operating on a very tight budget, with equipment that was aging, causing the task of recording and broadcasting to become a “band-aid & seat-of-your-pants” experience, most recently of which has failed.  While we sought out legal advice to accomplish a resolution of the franchise agreement with Time Warner Cable, we have come to a successful conclusion in that process.  In 2016 we will see the results of our franchise agreement negotiations for a solid resolution and new 10-year agreement in place.  We anticipate the grant funds received will enhance the abilities, bringing old equipment up do date, provide a much clearer signal and more access to web capabilities, all things that have previously been a struggle.  We have been nearly “out of service” with the current aged equipment, and look forward to replacement, and a thriving program once again, as grant funds are received
.

	This article does not require the town to raise any revenue.  The franchise fee is a fee paid by each cable subscriber to Time Warner Cable - above and beyond the regular cable rate - and is returned to the towns. It is our goal to have TV-2 be self-sufficient, and not need to use school funds or request donations from local businesses to maintain operations.
	All funds for TV-2 are managed through the MSAD #55 Finance Office and are audited every year with records kept for at least seven years.

Dear Friends:

It is an honor to represent Maine in the United States Senate. I am grateful for the trust the people of our State have placed
in me and welcome this opportunity to share some key accomplishments from 2015.

Growing the economy by encouraging job creation was and remains my top priority. The tax-relief bill signed into law at
the close of last year contains three key provisions I authored to help foster job creation and provide small businesses with the
certainty they need to invest, grow, and, most important, hire new workers. Another provision I authored that became law last
year gives a boost to both Maine’s economy and traffic safety. This provision permanently changed the federal law that
previously had forced the heaviest trucks onto our country roads and downtown streets, rather than allowing them to use
Maine’s federal Interstates. In addition, I was glad to help secure another significant award for the University of Maine’s
deepwater offshore wind initiative, which has the potential to advance an emerging industry and create thousands of good jobs
in our state.

Maine’s historic contributions to our nation’s defense must continue. In 2015, I secured funding toward a much-needed
additional Navy destroyer, likely to be built at Bath Iron Works. Modernization projects at the Portsmouth Naval Shipyard that
I have long advocated for were also completed, as were projects for the Maine National Guard.

1 was also deeply involved in crafting the new education reform law to better empower states and communities in setting
educational policy for their students. The law also extends a program I co-authored that provides additional assistance to rural
schools, which has greatly benefitted our state. A $250 tax deduction I authored in 2002 for teachers who spend their own
money on classroom supplies was also made permanent last year.

As a result of a scientific evaluation of the nutritional value of potatoes required by a law that I wrote, the wholesome
fresh potato finally was included in the federal WIC nutrition program. I also worked on other issues important to Maine’s
farmers and growers, including research on wild blueberries and pollinating bees.

As Chairman of the Housing Appropriations Subcommittee, I have made combating veterans’ homelessness a
priority. This year’s housing funding law includes $60 million for 8,000 new supportive housing vouchers for homeless
veterans. Since this program began in 2008, the number of homeless veterans nationwide has dropped by one third. Maine has
received nearly 200 vouchers to support homeless veterans.

Last year, I became Chairman of the Senate Aging Committee. My top three priorities for the committee are retirement
security, investing more in biomedical research, and fighting fraud and financial abuses targeting our nation’s seniors. I
advocated for the $2 billion increase in funding for the National Institutes of Health to advance research on such diseases as
diabetes and Alzheimer’s. The Senate also unanimously passed my bill to support family caregivers. The Aging Committee’s
toll-free hotline (1-855-303-9470) makes it easier for senior citizens to report suspected fraud and receive assistance and has
already received more than 1,000 calls.

A Maine value that always guides me is our unsurpassed work ethic. As 2015 ended, I cast my 6,072 consecutive vote,
continuing my record of never missing a roll-call vote since my Senate service began in 1997.

Dear Friends of Porter:
It has been a privilege to setve the State of Maine since being sworn into the U.S. Senate.

Much of my time in Washington this past year has been devoted to the Senate Armed Services Committee
and the Select Committee on Intelligence. Protecting our homeland and the people of Maine from terrorism
and violence remains one of my top priorities. Through my work on the Armed Services Committee, I was
able 1o secure several provisions in the 2016 National Defense Authorization Act that benefit Maine. The
legislation authorizes the construction of an additional DDG-51 Arleigh Burke Class Destroyer that could be
built at Bath Iron Works and expands the HUBZone program to stimulate economic growth at former
military installations like the former Brunswick Naval Air Station.

Returning control to teachers, school districts, and states has also been a primary concern of mine. I am
encouraged that the Every Student Succeeds Act has become law. It eliminates the burdensome requirements
of the No Child Left Behind Act and ensures access to a quality education for all students. A provision |
helped author in the bill will give states the opportunity to pilot the use of their own proficiency-based
assessments in lieu of federally-mandated standardized tests. Also included in the bill are several measures T
secured to promote local input, fund education technology initiatives, and explore new strategies to increase
student access to the internet outside of school.

Communities across Maine have taken bold action to improve their broadband connectivity, and I have been
proud to foster federal support for these types of projects. My amendments to the Every Student Succeeds
Act will promote the type of work already occurring in Washington County, where students who lack
broadband access are able to check out mobile hotspots from their local libraries. Additionally, a bill T co-
sponsored, the Community Broadband Act, helped pave the way for the FCC to enact rules protecting the
ability of municipalities to invest in better broadband. I am excited by Maine’s leadership on this important
economic development issuc and will continue to support local efforts in this area.

After extensive negotiations, the Senate passed a five-year transportation bill that will increase highway and
transit funding in Maine and provide stability to improve our transportation infrastructure. The legislation
contains provisions I cosponsored to cut red tape and improve predictability and timeliness by streamlining
the federal permitting process for large infrastructure projects. Also incorporated in this bill are my provisions
to relieve financial regulations on Maine’s community banks and credit unions and to reauthorize the Export-
Import Bank, a critical tool that supports communities and small business across the state.

Following my inquiries in the Energy and Natural Resources Committee, the National Park Service has
announced they will begin exploring strategies to allow park visitors to purchase electronic passes online and
will pilot the program at Acadia National Park. These passes would improve access to our nation’s most
treasured landscapes and would generate resources for years to come. I remain deeply engaged in preserving
Maine’s natural beauty and strengthening our outdoor recreation economy.

T is with solemn responsibility that I have focused my energy addressing the opioid epidemic in Maine. This
work includes convening roundtables with a wide-range of health care and law enforcement professionals to
combat addiction; introducing a proposal to safely dispose of excess prescription drugs; cosponsoring a
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Senate-passed bill that addresses mothers struggling with addiction and the alarming effect it has on
newborns; cosponsoring the TREAT Act, which expands the ability of medical specialists to provide life-
saving medication-assisted therapies for patients battling heroin and prescription drug addiction; and calling
on the Commander of U.S. Southern Command to increase efforts to stop the flow of heroin at our southern
border.

I like to think of Maine as a big small town — and in a small town, the leaders are accessible and cager to
listen. In that spirit, I've made it a priority to stay connected with people from all over Maine who e-mail,
write, and call with suggestions or questions. If I can ever assist in your interaction with a federal agency, or
you have thoughts, concerns, or personal input on a matter that is currently before Congress I hope you will
contact me, let me know where you stand, and engage in this critical part of democracy. Pleasc call my toll-
free line at 1-800-432-1599 or one of my offices: Augusta (207) 622-8292, Presque Isle (207) 764-5124,
Scarborough (207) 883-1588, or Washington, D.C. (202) 224-5344.

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Porter Conservation Commission Report

During 2015 The Porter Conservation Commission focused on
surveying the Ossipee River for invasive plants. During June and July
Laurie Callahan from the York County Aquatic Invasive Plant Project
lead groups of volunteers down the river looking particularly for
variable milfoil which had been previously sighted by Laurie near the
Maine/New Hampshire border. The more eyes we had the better to peer
down into the beautiful river to look for any signs of milfoil, or
“bottlebrush” as some people call it. We found a number of small
patches between the Maine/N.H. border and Kezar Falls Village.

The amount sited is not alarming but it is important that we try to eradicate what we found next summer. Fortunately we have the support of the Town of
Porter. Last year we received $1000.00 from the town for this work. We hope to receive another $1000.00 this year pending voter approval at the Town
Meeting. We are in the process of forming a milfoil crew of vigorous youngish people who will be willing to dive under the water and actually pull up the
milfoil and then compost it. We hope to pay this crew for their time and also to hire a professional diver to help us.

Volunteers that helped survey last summer were the following: Harvey Macomber, Christina Forsythe, Mark Livermore, Cindy, Emily, and Mia Leppalla,
Rebecca Schick, Kathy Chaiklin and Marty Tracy. Many thanks to Laurie and all the volunteers.

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SACO RIVER CORRIDOR COMMISSION
“Communities Working Together To Protect Our Rivers”

The Saco River Corridor Commission (SRCC) works to protect the Ossipee, Little Ossipee and
the Saco River through the standards, programs and laws described by the Saco River Corridor
Act. The Maine legislature devised the Act in an effort to protect these great rivers after many
citizens in the 20 surrounding towns approached them for help. Each of these 20 towns has an
opportunity to be represented on the Commission by having the town appoint two people — a
member and an alternate.

The Town of Porter is fortunate to have Rob Heard and Elizabeth Bull on the Commission. In
a practical sense, being on the Commission gives the Town of Porter an opportunity to
participate in the present and future development patterns throughout the entire corridor from
Fryeburg to Saco. The Commission looks at land use issues, water quality and conservation
issues covering a wide range of topics during the year. Anyone interested in obtaining more
information about how to represent your community through this Commission should contact
the Commission Staff and we will explain the town’s role and the individual’s role as well.

We are pleased to report that we concluded our fifteenth successful season of our Saco River
Basin Water Quality Monitoring Program in September, 2015. Currently, we have over 10
volunteers monitoring for dissolved oxygen, pH, turbidity, temperature, total Kjeldahl
nitrogen, total phosphorus, orthophosphate, Alkalinity and Escherichia coli. We also do macro
invertebrate testing and conductivity testing at many sites within the corridor. Our testing takes
place on a bi-weekly schedule along the Saco, Ossipee, and Little Ossipee Rivers at 34 different
locations during the months of May through September. All of the information relating to the
past fifteen years of the Commission’s monitoring program can be found on our website located
at www.srcc-maine.org.

The Commission and staff work hard to keep the rivers clean and healthy, but we cannot do it
alone. Anyone from Porter interested in obtaining additional information about the Saco River
Corridor Commission’s work or for a copy of the water quality monitoring information should
feel free to call Dennis J. Finn, the Commission’s Executive Director. The Commission office
is located at 81 Maple Street in Cornish, Maine (Telephone 207-625-8123) and can be found
on the web at www.srcc-maine.org.

Southwest Oxford County Nutrition Inc. is a 501(c)3 nonprofit organization. We have served
the towns of Brownfield, Denmark, Fryeburg, Hiram, Lovell, Porter, Stoneham, Sweden, Stow,
and the town of Chatham N.H. for the last 16 years.

In 2015 we have helped over 5,500 people with over $540,000.00 worth of food. Each time
we serve a family we strive to give them 10 days worth of food. We distribute food each
month on the third Thursday. Individuals who are not able to attend distribution have food
boxes available to them for pick up. We also have Emergency Boxes for those with an
immediate need.

This year we are now being given added charges for food by Good Shepherd Food Bank.
We are also having difficulty getting enough meat due to Good Shepherds allotment policy.
These extra costs have put a burden on our budget. We are now and have been seeking
other sources of food through local businesses in order to help reduce our costs.

Our food pantry is an all volunteer organization. We have no paid positions. Our staff includes
teachers, nurses, nutritionists, pastors, computer techs, security personal, retirees, and
house wives.

Our annual income of approximately $60,000.00 is made up of Town contributions, grants,
fundraisers, and donations. All these moneys go directly to the needs of our clients.

This year we have served 167 families, for 502 people a month.

This amounts to 2014 families and 6024 people served this year.

We continue to ask for your support. We are requesting $3,000.00
to continue to serve your towns people in the best way possible.

SeniorsPlus is the Aging and Disability Resource Center for Androscoggin, Franklin and
Oxford counties. Our mission is to provide assistance to older adults and adults with
disabilities wishing to remain independently in their own homes as long as possible.

Nutrition Services:

o Lunch Plus Cafes— Meals are served in a group setting to individuals age 60 and older, and adults with
disabilities. Each meal provides at least 1/3 of the current nutritional recommended daily allowance.

«  Meals on Wheels — Home Delivered Meals are served to individuals age 60 and older and adults with
disabilities who are homebound and unable to regularly prepare meals for themselves. Each meal provides
a minimum of 1/3 of the current nutritional recommended daily allowance.

We deliver state-of-the-art treatment and programming that
are trauma-informed, recovery-based, and integrated to thousands of Mainers each year. We are
Maine’s most comprehensive provider of mental health services.

TCMHS services provide significant benefits to the health, well-being, and economic strength of
an entire community, often making it possible for people to maintain employment and
independence and helping keep families together and strong. Some who turn to us are fortunate
enough to have insurance to cover our work with them. Many others, however, depend on funds
contributed by municipalities, family, friends, the United Way, foundations, businesses, and
community leaders to ensure their access to the care, treatment, and programs they need.

Over the past year, TCMHS was honored to serve 17 individuals from the Town of Porter,
including three who relied on donated funds to access the services and programs they needed. The
outcomes-driven, recovery-oriented, and cost-effective services we provide across the state
include:

Dear Porter Citizens:

As a donor municipality, you know that LifeFlight is closely aligned with Maine values. It is about neighbor helping
neighbor in a vast, rural state where a severely injured or ill person can be hours away from the nearest major
medical center. LifeFlight, working closely with local EMS and rescue personnel, brings the expertise, technology,
and care of the major centers directly to a patient’s side. This rapid access to specialized care is often the difference
between life and death.

Since LifeFlight began operating 17 years ago we have safely transported nearly 20,000 patients, from premature
infants to the most complex cardiac surgical patients. They have come from 441 of Maine’s 456 towns—truly
LifeFlight has become of Maine. In the last fiscal year we transported no residents of Porter, but 9 total since 1998.

We are proud that LifeFlight of Maine is nationally recognized as a leader for quality, innovation, safety, and cost. As
you might have seen in recent press LifeFlight has expanded by adding an airplane and plans to add a third helicopter
this coming year. These aircraft are needed in order to answer requests for service, which increased by 17% between
2014 and 2015.

LifeFlight was founded on the belief that critical care and transport must be available for all people in Maine
regardless of their insurance coverage or ability to pay. Last year LifeFlight provided over $1.6 million dollars of
charity care to patients without resources. Although LifeFlight of Maine has the lowest charges in the country, it is
still expensive to provide state of the art medical care and high speed transport. We rely on fundraising to support
the costs of capital expenses including aircraft, very specialized life-saving medical equipment, helipad construction
and delivery of local level EMS education.

Support for LifeFlight comes from a variety of sources including municipalities from all over the state: 106 Maine
towns and cities have contributed to LifeFlight, most through their annual social service budgets, in amounts
ranging from $100 to $2500. Many Rotary, Lions and Kiwanis clubs, local businesses, EMS and Fire Departments,
along with foundations and individuals, also support the mission. Without the collective help from all contributors
each year, LifeFlight could not continue to meet the growing need. Collectively town giving is making a huge impact
and helps LifeFlight maintain its high standard of care for everyone in need.

This stuck with
me because it couldn’t be more true. The world needs more individuals and communities to
step up and support victims of domestic violence. Thankfully, because of communities like yours,
Safe Voices is able to continue to do its crucial work, year after year, to educate people in our
communities and protect all those affected by domestic violence.

In 2015, Safe Voices provided advocacy services to 1,791 victims in the Tri-County areq, 402 of
which were from Oxford County. In addition to these services, we also provided 4937 shelter
bed nights and 2,094 hours of community education. Two people from Porter received individual
and court advocacy from Safe Voices this past year.
