Founder/President

Hello all, and welcome to our annual report 2022. The Justin L.
Davis Foundation (JLDF) has been in existence since March of
2014. Every year we strive to expand our projects and
programs. We hope that as you read, you will want to support
our cause in some capacity. We are happy to bring you a
glance at last years work and to offer a snapshot of our
upcoming year.

Youth today are bombarded by more negatives than has been
seen in the history of the United States, causing many youth
to fall into early depression. It is our mission to end youth and
young adult depression. Our most active program is, “BLACK
LIGHTS PERFORMING ARTS COMPANY” (BLPAC) which brings
creativity to the mission by using psychodrama through the
performing arts. BLPAC helps youth reevaluate their lives and
choose to walk in their purpose.

BLPAC educates the cast of youth through workshops,
discussion groups and stage play productions on the signs,
symptoms, and lifestyles that relate to depression. Then we
take them out of their normal environment and place them on
a major stage to give them the platform to impact their peers
with what they have learned. Through each production we
reach up to 2000, 12-24 year olds and their families with a
transforming message that changes lives.




Through programs like Black Lights we are building bridges
where young champions can bypass early depression and
become healthy, strong leaders in their community. It is our
goal to bring Black Lights Performances to other communities
across the country. With our "youth to youth" mentorship
approach we empower a greater number of youth, to walk in
their purpose. Through the creativity of the performing arts
platform we empower and equip the next generation of
leaders. Our vision is to place a BLPAC program everywhere it
is needed to create a dominoes effect that touches the lives of
many. We know that through BLPAC we will raise bold, brave
and purposed youth Champions who will change todays’ toxic
youth culture.

Because the movement will grow quickly, this much needed
future goal will provide youth with a daily dose of healthy
reinforcements. Youth will have a place where they can be
themselves. Our goal is to build a prototype, Recreational
Facility of the Arts Leadership Academy, Outreach Teen
Center. Having a fun, safe and engaging daily hangout spot
that also trains youth to impact their peers positively rather
than to having their peers impacting them negatively is
crucial. The facility is called “THE SPOT.” THE SPOT is the key
to transforming today's youth culture into a healthier
environment for all youth. We plan to place one wherever it is
needed.

Last year, we raised $62,000.00. This year our goal is to raise
$100,000.00 plus, to begin working towards the future vision.
In 2023-2024 we are launching the Global Network. The Global
Network brings together like-minded Christians from across
the country. We are looking to network with leaders who run
viable youth projects and programs in their communities,
individuals, parents, youth leaders, angel investors, and
philanthropist. This a call to action for any Christian who has a
compassion to see change in today’s youth culture. We are
uniting to develop the base model facility for the prototype
youth center.

Over time we have determined the following
measurable results:

e enhanced problem-solving abilities,

e youth discovering their purpose and desiring to make better choices
that reduce anxiety or stress levels.

We have found that 60% of youth who attend our productions or youth
who participated in our cast, experience 4 or all of the above results.
