Road Projects moved to 2019

Paving projects were set for late summer/fall for two of our
township roads; John White and Galluppi. Unfortunately, the unusual
amount of rain we experienced this fall put these two projects on hold
until next spring. Grant monies have been awarded to the township
and the bidding process has been completed for the paving of both
roads. Additionally, a turnaround will be added for emergency vehicles
at the end of Galluppi along with correcting some drainage problems
along this road.

The township has also applied for OPWC (Ohio Public Works
Commission) District 6 monies to pave Houston Road east of South
Hubbard. The competition for these grants is steep as we will be
competing against townships in Mahoning and Trumbull Counties.

The township road department and crews from ODOT worked
together to correct a drainage problem in front of the Coitsville
Memorial Park on the corner of Begala Rd. and US Rt. 422.

This summer, ODOT paved State Route 616 from County Line Road
to Robinson Road. ODOT has also began to repair the concrete along
the edges of US Rt. 422, with the intent to complete this project next
year. .
