SAGE 50 QUANTUM 2016
BACKUP  PROCEDURES

The (name of company)  is using SAGE50 QUANTUM 2016 for their ACCOUNTING SYSTEM.

SAGE50 QUANTUM 2016  software are installed on one (1) workstation since the license is single user only. 

(NAME OF COMPANY) has a RECORDABLE CD and USB FLASH DRIVE BACKUP DEVICE.

Everyday at the end of the office hours scheduled backup will run. All the DATA stored on the computer including SAGE50 QUANTUM 2016 DATABASE will be backup.

Scheduling a Backup

Once you have used Sage50 Automatic Backup to create a configuration file, you can create a scheduled task in your scheduler software that uses the information in the configuration file to back up your data. This topic explains how to do this using Microsoft Scheduler, which is included with most versions of Microsoft Windows. 

If you have a different scheduler program, it should still be similar, as long as there is a command line you can update. You just need to copy and paste the command line at the bottom of the Sage50 Quantum Automatic Backup window into your scheduler's Run command. 

1. Open your Sage50 Quantum’s Automatic Backup program. 

2. Open the configuration file you want to schedule. 

3. Click the Schedule button at the top of the window. 

If the Schedule button is disabled, that means either: a) you don't have Microsoft Scheduler installed, or b) you have yet to create a configuration file in Sage50 Quantum Automatic Backup.

4. On the Schedule Backup window, enter the time and how often you want the backup to occur. 

5. Click OK. 

6. Enter your Windows user name and password. This is required by Microsoft Scheduler to create a scheduled task. 

7. Click OK. 

8. Click Close to close the Sage50 Quantum Automatic Backup window. 

Your backup should run when you set it to run, using the parameters you defined in Sage50 Quantum Automatic Backup.

DISASTER RECOVERY

For the DISASTER Recovery using RECORDABLE CD and USB FLASH DRIVE BACKUP DEVICE, we just need to insert the latest Backup on the USB Drive or CD Rome Drive.

1. On the FILE  MAINTENANCE, we have to select the RESTORE Menu.

2. Select SAGE50 QUANTUM 2016 Database File and restore it to the current locations of the system.

3. Ask users to logout to SAGE50 QUANTUM 2016
4. Copy the DATA from the USB Drive or CD Rome Drive Back up and restore it to the current locations of the SAGE50 QUANTUM 2016 DATABASE.
