1. A Disciple Must KNOW JESUS Personally

“That I may know Him...” — Philippians 3:10 (NKJV)

Relationship comes before assignment.



2. A Disciple Must DENY SELF

Yes... and amen/
We should lay down our will to pick up His.

“He must increase, but I must decrease.” — John 3:30 (NKJV)
3. A Disciple Must TAKE UP THE CROSS DAILY

Not once... DAILY.
That means surrender today, surrender tomorrow, surrender next
week—ongoing obedience.

4. A Disciple Must OBEY JESUS’ TEACHINGS
A disciple doesn’t just hear the Word—they do the Word.

“If you abide in My word, you are My disciples indeed.”
— John 8:31 (NKJV)

5. A Disciple Must SHOW LOVE
This 1s the badge of discipleship.

“By this all will know that you are My disciples, if you have love
for one another.” — John 13:35 (NKJV)

Discipleship is lifelong—through good days, stormy seasons, spiritual
battles, and triumphant victories.

“He who endures to the end shall be saved.” — Matthew 24:13
(NKJV)

WHY IT’S IMPORTANT TO READ YOUR BIBLE EVERY DAY
Daily Bible reading is not a chore... it is spiritual oxygen!
1. The Word RENEWS YOUR MIND

Romans 12:2 teaches us that transformation comes through renewing
our mind with Scripture.

2. The Word STRENGTHENS YOUR FAITH

“Faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.”
— Romans 10:17 (NKJV)

No Word = weak faith
More Word = strong faith
A lot of Word = unshakeable faith



3. The Word TEACHES YOU GOD’S VOICE

Jesus said His sheep KNOW His voice (John 10:27).
How?
By hearing Him through Scripture daily.

4. The Word GUARDS YOU AGAINST SIN

“Your word I have hidden in my heart,
That I might not sin against You.”
— Psalm 119:11 (NKJV)

5. The Word EQUIPS YOU FOR YOUR ASSIGNMENT

us.
