Dear brothers and sisters,

The feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross tells us about the mean of salvation that Je-
sus has brought us; especially, onto our world’s situations today.

It is true that humanity is sick. It is true that humanity might be called dying! But it is also
true that another power is in this world. The power that brought us together. The power
that brings all the people organizing themselves in justice and in peace groups together,

again and again.

When we think Jesus’ redeeming work, we often think about his blood shed once and for
all, about the pain suffered so long ago, about the death endured on the cross. What
saved us is that in the spite of his suffering and death be movement he started in this
