Fr. Doan’s Corner

Dear brothers, and sisters,

The gospel of today sounds very harsh at first hearing. It seems too much to hate your father, your mother, your
wife, your children, your sisters, your brothers, and even your own life and your all possessions in order to follow

him.

To understand it, we must consider in what kind of context Jesus was saying all this. He was on his way to Jeru-
salem. He was on his way to the cross. He was going to be murdered, and he knew that very well. And all there
they were, the hundreds, the thousands, following him on his way to that cross. He knew where this road was
leading him, but they did not know at all. That is why just this one, he turned around, stopped them and asked:

“Do you really know what you are doing?”

In fact they are following him for completely different reasons. They wanted a change. There were the hungry, the
sick, the poor who wanted to be fed, to be healed, to become rich, ... They followed him enthusiastically, full of
hope and very interested in the good things of life. There was misunderstanding between him and his followers.
They were follow him the old way. They had not changed their option in life. They want to profit from him, to get
more things, to better position in the old order, to get rich, to get heathy, and to get security that this world had

never been able to offer.

Nowadays, too, many people are thinking about a change, a very radical one. Recently, the presidential nomi-
nees have tried to fix their political views and their policies for gaining more votes; however, are they willing to
make human conditions change? Did they change their options to serve people with love? Did they become less
selfish and did they care more about people’s welfares? Don’t deport people because of your hatred and your
selfishness. Don'’t think of using nuclear weapon and start a new war! You will shed blood, much blood of inno-
cence people, and it will all be in vain. Do not try to start a revolution, if you are not willing to change. Nothing

would be won.

Jesus turned around to all those who follow him and asked: “Did you change your option when you decided to
follow me? Are you willing to think in terms of the kingdom of God? Are you willing to give up your own ways, your

own self, your corruption, your possessions?”
