Dear brothers and sisters,

| think humankind is like that man, Lazarus in our gospel of today: helpless, frustrat-
ed, bound up, smelly, decaying, blind, deaf, at a loss, full of maggots — dead!

This is how Jesus found his friend, that helpless man, Lazarus, a man he had loved
so much. When we got Lazarus’s smell in his nose, it got in his eyes as well. First
there was a knot in his throat, but then that lump came up and he wept, then he wept
bitterly, and they said: “Look, how he loved him!”

He said, “Roll that stone away!” But Lazarus’ sister said, “Don’t roll that stone away.
Leave thing as they are. The smell would be unbearable.” Just as we so often say:
“Let us not touch this or that issue; it might explode in our faces.”

He said: “Roll that stone away!” and then he called him, “Lazarus,” and command
him, “come out!” And that dead man came out and started to live.

Jesus wants to do so to each one of us, too — and also to all humankind — what he
