Message from Fr. Doan
Dear brothers and sisters,

When Joseph and Mary came to the temple, they were met by two old people, Simeon and Anna. It is ra-
ther strange that we don'’t hear anything about the temple officials they must have met. Not a word is men-
tioned of what the priest said, but what that old man and old woman said was never forgotten.

Simeon said, “My eyes have seen your salvation, the salvation which you prepared in the sight of all the
peoples. Behold, this child is destined for the fall and rise of many in Israel, and to be a sign that will be
contradicted -and you yourself a sword will pierce- so that the thoughts of many hearts may be revealed.”

Then that old lady, Anna, took over. She was eighty four years old, but she spoke about the future, about
the deliverance and liberation of Jerusalem. Those two old people praised Mary; they praised Joseph; they
praised that holy family, our model. But they saw that family and the relationships in that family in view of
greater things, in view of lager mission, in view of crisis, the change, the justice, the peace, and the King-
dom Jesus had come to bring.

Brothers and sisters, the virtues and love necessary for a good family life are often threatened these days.
Aren’t they threatened because we don’t see our families in the light of what Simeon and Anna said to
Mary, Joseph, and Jesus.

Aren’t our families living under those threats because we in our families aren't sufficiently interested in that
crisis, that change, that justice, that peace, and that Kingdom He came to bring?
