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DID YOU KNOW? Evaluate relationships based
on context: We may think we know enough about
appropriate boundaries in relationships, but bounda-
ries are complicated, even for adults. Children rely
on adults to define what is appropriate and what is-
n't, in the context of the relationship. For example,
some touches are “safe” or “unsafe” depending on
who is in the relationship — a parent, a stranger, a

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Message from Fr. Chu
Dear brothers and sisters,

There were three regions in Israel: 1) The south, where Judea was located, with Jerusalem as
the capital - this was also the center of politics, power and religion. 2) The middle region, where
Samaria was located - this was where the pagans lived and had their own temple on Garidim
Mountain. 3) The north, where Galilee was located, it had a mixed group of people, Jews and
pagans living together, these people shared not only space, they also shared their way of life,
culture, custom, tradition, food, works, and even religion. The Jews in the south considered
themselves of pure Jewish-origin and righteous, they excluded the pagans living in Samaria,
and they despised the mixed-ethnic group who lived in the North.

Jesus chose Galilee to begin his public ministry because it was a humble countryside with peo-
ple of mixed ethnicity who opened their hearts to listen to his preaching. He chose Galilee be-
cause the people here did not exclude other groups, they accepted peoples’ differences and
they lived in harmony. Jesus chose Galilee because it was a region that was despised and mar-
ginalized in Israel. Right from the beginning of his ministry, Jesus did not allow his teachings to
be framed on the walls of the temple, nor be limited by the geography of Jerusalem, or by indi-
viduals who considered themselves righteous. Right from the start, Jesus made it clear the way
of the Church, that it is the Church of God and it is for everyone, for the righteous and sinners,
for the nobles and the poors. Jesus’ ministries were especially aimed at those who were exclud-
ed from society, the poor and the marginalized.

As a disciple of Jesus, which ministries of God will you choose to be involved in?
