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DID YOU KNOW? Personalize your fire safety plan: Re-
search shows that having a fire escape plan, and executing it
quickly, greatly increases the chances of a successful escape
from a house fire. In studies, researchers tested standard
high-decibel smoke alarms on sleeping children, and found
that just over half the children woke up to the noise. Howev-
er, when researches used personalized messages recorded
by the children’s parents in conjunction with the beeping
smoke alarms, almost 100 percent of the children woke up
and successfully followed their escape plan.

Message from Fr. Doan

Dear brothers and sisters,

Jesus was hardly known, up to the moment of his baptism by John. Before that, he was only as well-known as you and | are,

by our family and friends. Nobody paid any special attention to him. But then, suddenly, they knew him, because of his Heav-
enly Father revealed him at the moment he stepped into the water on front of John the Baptizer. Heaven opened, a voice was
heard; the Spirit was seen on him. He was revealed in all his power, with all his mission to change this world into another one.

His first reaction was to run away and to hide. He stayed in the desert for forty days, and then the Spirit that had driven him
into the desert drove him out of the desert again, and his public life began. Immediately he was tempted — not only then, but all
through his life. He was tempted by temptations that are known to any of us who possess some skill, authority, education, or
influence.

Likewise, if you are
not comfortable sharing the sign of peace or receiving Holy
Communion from the communal chalice for fear of infection,
you should feel no pressure to do so. All of us must be aware
of such sensitive matters in the intimate life of the Christian
community and we should expect that some will refrain from
participation in the liturgy or the sign of peace and the com-
munal chalice out of care for our wellbeing and not out of
unkindness or a lack of piety.
