Be aware of poison dan-
gers in the home: More than 90% of all poi-
sonings happen in homes. Parents should know
the top risks for children (especially children who
still put things in their mouths!) and work to eradi-
cate them. Lead poisoning is high on the list, es-
pecially for older homes with lead paint or dust.
Button batteries are small and shiny and lurk in
many toys and electronics that litter our homes.
Swallowing these can be deadly for children. The
same is true of household cleaners like laundry
or dishwasher detergent pods.

Message from Fr. Doan

Dear brothers and sisters,

Water is the major theme of the gospel. Jesus asked for a drink then offered the woman or living wa-
ter. The term was deliberately ambiguous. Ordinary people, of course, didn’t have running water in
their homes. That why they all have to come to a well nearby to draw water. The woman interpreted
the term “living water” to mean a fountain water or a spring. She had no idea that the living water Je-
sus was talking about was the water that would lead to eternal life. Life, as we all know, depend on
water. Recently in the news they have talking about whether there was water on the planet Mars and if
so how recently it existed there. The main issue, of course, is if the water was there at one time, then
life could have existed there too. There is no life without water. Similarly, we Christians see our own
beginning in the life of grace starting with the water, the water of baptism.

Another feature of today’s gospel is to notice this woman gradually coming to know Jesus in fuller and
deeper way. She initially addresses Jesus as “sir,” a polite title, then she recognize him as a prophet,
then she begins to believe he is the Christ, that is, the Messiah. In her excitement she forgot about the
water she came to get, and ran into the town to tell everyone about him. The town’s people concluded
that he was even more than the Jewish Messiah, the savior of the Jews, but he was truly the savior of
the world.

Everything in today’s gospel started with a conversation between Jesus and the woman. And so, we
will never get to know the Lord if we don’t take time to talk with him. He comes in ordinary ways, and
shows up the mystery about himself in such simple things as water, bread and wine which is the most
need for our human life on earth. The important thing is to make time to listen, to respond, and to have
conversation with God. We need such a prayer in our daily life. We never get to know anyone in life
without spending time with them, and so, if the Lord is important to us, we need to set time aside to
spend with him too.
