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Fr. Doan’s Corner
Dear brothers and sisters,

| assume that disciples came to Jesus, they asked “Give us more faith, and we will work won-
ders,” implying that their faith was so small they could not do the thing.

Jesus in a sense, does not listen to their request at all. He does not promise them more faith.
He does not pledge them anything at all. Jesus said, “Even if your faith would be very small,
smaller than the smallest seed, you would able to move mountains, to move trees, to move
that tree over there,” and he pointed at a mulberry tree, a tree famous for its age -it can live
to be more than six hundred years old- and its very tenacious rooting system that can break
rocks into pieces.

Jesus just said: “Start with the little you have, and you will work all you want.”

He unmarked in them, and he unmarked in us, one of the ways we used to escape our re-
sponsibilities. We can’t pray, because we haven't sufficient faith. We cannot be charitable,
because we are very weak Christians. We cannot organize ourselves for justice because we
are only beginners. We can’t stop drinking because we haven'’t sufficient grace. Jesus object-
ed: “Don’t kid yourselves. Don’t speak like that. Don’t even ask for more, but start with what
you have!”

Many years ago a woman died who was considered by many a living saint. Her name was
Dorothy Day. She started all kinds of activities: a newspaper, The Catholic Worker, which still
exists; houses of hospitalities for vagrants that still function; feeling programs; Christian com-
munal farms, and so on. Many admires came to visit her, to have a look at her, to cherish
her, to speak to her, to touch her, if possible....

Sometimes they would tell her: “You are a saint!” However, she turned to the speaker and
say: “Don’t say that. Don’t make it too easy for yourself. Don’t escape this way. | know why
you are saying: “She is a saint.” You say that to convince yourself that | am different from
you. That is easy. In that case you can go your own way. In fact, | am not different from you. |
am not a saint. | am like you. You could easily do what | do. You don’t need any more than
you have; get kicking, please.” Amen.
