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Fr. Doan’s Corner

Dear brothers and sisters,

Upon today’s gospel, it seems to me that, since Jesus left Nazareth, he always a security
risk for himself and for his hosts. Did the police and members of the secret service, and
also the members of the security at the temple not always come to look for him and keep
their eyes on him, a then they did the same after a day or two?

It is often said in all gospels that he went into hiding in the mountains, in the forests, on the
lake, and in the desert.

Why did they want to kill him? Why did Herod try to destroy him, nipping him in the bud of
his life? Why did he have to flee? Why did he have to hide? Why was he never safe? Why
was he sold? Why was he brought? Why did he have to complain to the end of his life that
he never found the rest of his own home?

It is always the same reason: Other saw him as a thread to their position, their wealth,
their power plays, their greed, their type of life. They did not like the type of life, and the
service he was talking about.

They did not like the type of togetherness, the type of community he wanted to start. They
did not like the type of sharing, the type of companionship he represented, and that is why
they wanted him dead, once and for all.

If you come to think about those dynamics that cause his death, don't all those things lurk
and hide in us, too?

It is our own lack of liberty, our lack of freedom, our lack of detachment about our posses-
sions, our positions, our influence, and ourselves with our own selfishness that make us
chase Jesus away. We make Jesus a chased and hunted person in our world and in our
life!” Also, Jesus reminds us, “Those who welcome me, welcome the one who sent me!”
