Disciple 301 Chapter 3

Open with any brief testimony of what God is doing in your life, a few minutes.

Go around group and each person share with group a thing they are trusting God to do in their
life.

Romans 8:26-34, 26In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our weakness. We do not know what
we ought to pray for, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us through wordless groans. 27 And he
who searches our hearts knows the mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for God's
people in accordance with the will of God.

28 And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have
been called according to his purpose. 2° For those God foreknew he also predestined to be
conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brothers and
sisters. 3% And those he predestined, he also called; those he called, he also justified; those he
justified, he also glorified

31 What, then, shall we say in response to these things? If God is for us, who can be against

us? 32 He who did not spare his own Son, but gave him up for us all—how will he not also, along
with him, graciously give us all things? 33 Who will bring any charge against those whom God
has chosen? It is God who justifies. 3 Who then is the one who condemns? No one. Christ Jesus
who died—more than that, who was raised to life—is at the right hand of God and is also
interceding for us.

Discuss the relevance of above passage.

Romans 12:3-8, 3 For by the grace given me | say to every one of you: Do not think of yourself
more highly than you ought, but rather think of yourself with sober judgment, in accordance
with the faith God has distributed to each of you. #For just as each of us has one body with
many members, and these members do not all have the same function, ®so in Christ we, though
many, form one body, and each member belongs to all the others. ® We have different

gifts, according to the grace given to each of us. If your gift is prophesying, then prophesy in
accordance with youra faith; 7if it is serving, then serve; if it is teaching, then teach; 8if it is to
encourage, then give encouragement; if it is giving, then give generously; if it is to lead,= do it
diligently; if it is to show mercy, do it cheerfully.

What does it mean by, “according to your faith”? How are you moving under God'’s authority?

Psalm 139:1-10, ' You have searched me, LORD,
and you know me.

Can you trust Jesus to be Lord of your life completely... We need to ask the Lord to give each of
us a greater awareness of the work of his Spirit in our lives. We need to pray for each that we be
drawn close to him, be given a greater love for him and experience him in a greater way. This
can be done at prayer time at the end.

Ephesians 4"11-13, It was he (Christ) who gave some to be apostles, some to be

prophets, some to be evangelists, and some to be pastors and teachers, 2to prepare God's
people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up *® until we all reach
unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, attaining to the
whole measure of the fullness of Christ.

Whatever works of the Spirit God has called you into, acting under his authority is something he
can increase you in. He can add to you as well. He who is faithful in small things will be given
more.
