FACTS YOU SHOULD KNOW

ENROLLMENT TIME IS HERE

Registrations are now being accepted by mailing in your completed REGISTRATION FORM, FEE and SIGNED COMMITMENT CHECKLIST indicating your class selections in the space provided. Registrations are due by July 15th, 2026 so we can give you your class schedule at the Open House.

REGISTRATION FEE

A NON-REFUNDABLE $30.00 fee is due by July 15th. After July 15th, $40.00 must accompany the registration form by the date stated on that form.

OPEN HOUSE

Saturday, August 15, 2026 from 10am-1pm at the Studio. Order shoes and tights on this day to ensure their arrival before the first class. Classes will begin September 14th, 2026.

ADVANCED CLASSES

To be eligible for Advanced classes, a student must possess the dedication to work hard, a great attitude and the skill and technique required for the specific class. 
**This advancement is at the recommendation of the instructor only.**
TUITION

Tuition is annual. We offer several choices for your payments:

· 2 installments due September 1st and February 1st 

· 4 installments due September 1st, November 1st, February 1st and April 1st
· 9 installments due the 1st of every month beginning in September with 
the final payment in May
**Again this year we will be offering a 5% discount to families who pay tuition in full for the year by September 14th, 2026.

PAYMENTS

Whichever payment choice you select, tuition is due on the first lesson of each month. There will be a $20.00 late charge on any tuition payment made after the 15th of the month. There will be a $30.00 charge, plus any additional bank charges for any checks returned to us by the bank for insufficient funds. There will be a $20.00 late charge for any costume fees, Team fees, Club dues or Competition fees received after the posted due date.

 Failure to comply with keeping tuition current will result in the student being dismissed from class.
ATTENDANCE

Tuition must be paid whether you attend classes or not! It is your responsibility to contact the studio for make-up times. Regular attendance is required. Everyone involved with the class is depended upon. Numerous un-excused absences will result in DISMISSAL. 
Please phone the studio to report your child’s absence.

STUDENT DROP-OFF & PICK-UP

OUR CHILDREN’S SAFETY IS OUR GREATEST CONCERN!! Live parking near the building is PROHIBITED. Children sometimes run out into the parking lot to meet their ride. It would be disastrous if a child was hit by a car. Please park in the designated parking areas only. Please do not drop-off or pick-up your child in the NO PARKING ZONE in front of the building. 
BEHAVIOR

The studio deals with children of all ages, from babies to young adults and parents. The actions of all create impressions which are judged instantly. Therefore, proper behavior is expected by all representing the Studio during classes, at competitions, etc. Be considerate and respectful in your speech and actions, so you will be treated in the same manner as well. Parents and young adults serve as role models for others, especially the younger children. Negative talk will not be tolerated.
DRESS CODE
By the second lesson, all students must come prepared with proper leotards, tights and shoes. All Ballet students must wear ballet pink tights, pink ballet slippers and a black leotard. All others must have solid color leotard and tights. Check with your child’s instructor to be sure the correct items are ordered.
· Hair: For safety reasons, all students’ hair must be securely tied back in buns or braids. Hair spray/gel and hair nets work well for buns.

· Jewelry: Absolutely NO jewelry is allowed. No earrings, bracelets or necklaces.

· Dance Shoes: All dance shoes must be labeled with the dancer’s name and are not to be worn outside of the Studio.  
· COMPETITION TEAM STUDENTS must purchase all shoes required by instructors.
· Absolutely no T-Shirts or Sweatshirts allowed while in class. This is for the student’s own safety and progress. Body placement can not be corrected with these articles of clothing on.
PARENTAL COMMUNICATION 

Parents and their children are the most important part of my studio. You are always welcome to discuss any matter with me at the Studio or by telephone. Time is always set aside for any parent or student with a comment, suggestion, question or problem. Changes can not be considered unless your concerns are known to me. Do not hesitate to talk with me at any time.
DANCE RECITAL

The Dance Recital will be held in May/June. An $85.00 non-refundable costume deposit for each class taken is due in October. This is an estimated figure as costumes range from $65.00-$90.00 each. The Studio does not profit from costumes. Shipping, handling and other costs necessary in the order placement are included in your purchase.  Alterations and Media Fees are included in the final costume invoices.  Costume balances will be due in February. 
All Students are required to be in the Recital and are expected to attend ALL Rehearsals.
*Please Note: There may be specific shoes and tights required for the recital routines.  These details will be included in the costume invoices.

DANCE COMPETITIONS

An advanced student chosen for Competition must agree to make no commitments that will interfere with classes, rehearsals, or the competitions which take place during the dance year. Not all parents and students are able/willing to give up the time for competition, but those who do find it to be an exciting experience.

COMPETITION CLASSES

These classes involve commitment, prompt payment of fees and regular attendance at classes and rehearsals. Those chosen for Competition classes must attend all workshops offered. All Competition fees are non-refundable and dates for Competitions and Workshops are given well in advance.

VACATIONS & CANCELLATIONS

Any school cancellation due to inclement weather MAY NOT ALWAYS result in the cancellation of dance classes. Holidays from school do not necessarily mean there are no dance classes. Check your calendars, keep them handy and review them often for important information. PLEASE CHECK FACEBOOK AND THE REMIND APP FOR WEATHER RELATED MESSAGES.

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CURRICULUM
TAP
Tap dancing is derived from the traditional clog dance of Northern England, the jigs and reels of Ireland and Scotland, and the rhythmic foot stamping of African dances. It trains students in developing rhythm and coordination as well as teaching them to think and react spontaneously. With proper training, it is beneficial in developing creativity.

BALLET
Ballet is the basis of all dancing. It requires concentrated and repetitive study and demands a high level of self-discipline. Poise, grace and coordination, along with music appreciation are accomplished through proper ballet training.

POINTE
Pointe is an advanced form of Ballet. Students should never be put en pointe without first mastering extensive ballet technique and skills and proper body control & strength. Students must not go up en pointe until the bones of their feet are fully developed and the muscles in the arches, ankles, legs, pelvic area, and abdominals are strong enough to bear the stress.

JAZZ
Jazz dance originated from the African American vernacular dances of the late 1800s to the mid-1900s. To excel in Jazz, the dancer must master ballet techniques. Therefore, ballet is a pre-requisite of Jazz. It is usually performed to, but not necessarily limited to, the popular music of today.

ACROBATICS

Acrobatic dancing should not be confused with gymnastics. Acrobatic dancing includes training the body in body exercise, body development and body control, along with coordination and acrobatic skills such as cartwheels, backbends, splits, etc. Like all other forms of dance, there is a certain foundation which must be mastered before advanced training can be taken.

LYRICAL

A lyrical dancer’s movements attempt to show the meaning of the music. The lyrics of a song are the driving force for the inspiration of the movement. Choreography is often emotional, gripping and delicate all at the same time. Lyrical should be graceful, emotional, and unpredictable. Movements in Lyrical are characterized by their fluidity & grace.

CREATIVE MOVEMENT
Creative Movement for preschoolers ages 3-6, includes basic techniques of choice in ballet, tap or acrobatics and consists of flexibility exercises, coordinating their bodies to music and learning novelty routines. Any of the above classes also helps to increase basic motor skills. Creative movement can create new opportunities for successful learning. The early successes can also increase a child’s confidence.

HIP HOP
The first and original dance associated with Hip Hop is break-dance. Newer styles are danced in an upright manner in contrast to break-dance with its many ground moves. There are many funk dance techniques that are encompassed in this style such as popping, locking, improvisation and krumping.

CONTEMPORARY

Contemporary dance draws on modern dance techniques developed in the first sixty years of the 20th century, as well as newer philosophies of movement that depart from classical dance techniques by altogether omitting structured form and movement.
MUSICAL THEATER
Musical Theater is a form of dance combining music, songs, spoken dialogue and dance. The emotional content of the piece – humor, love, anger – as well as the story itself, is communicated through the words, music, movement and technical aspects of the entertainment as an integrated whole.
