Nada Young India Network on 12 January, 2023 organized a Webinar on the theme "Viksit Yuva,
Viksit Bharat” which was facilitated by Dr. Bhawna, HOD Department of Law, HPU RC Dharamshala;
Oshin Sharma (HAS) Assistant Commissioner (Development) cum- BDO Naggar- Himachal
Pradesh and; Dr. Mool Raj Assistant Professor, CBLU University Bhiwani, Haryana.

Some of the key suggestions made by NYIN members - Ms. Asmita Duggal (Amritsar), Ms. Neeraj
(charki Dadri) and Mrs. Vandana Anand (Kangra) includes that “using the revenue generated by
tax hikes be used to shift tobacco farmers to other crops, and provide an alternate livelihood to
bidi rollers, tobacco vendors and others who might be affected by the tax hike."

Oshin Sharma (HAS) Assistant Commissioner (Dev.) cum- BDO Naggar-Himachal Pradesh
highlighted that “The recent Global Youth Tobacco Survey (GYTS-2019) reveals that nearly one-
fifth of 13-15 year olds are using tobacco in some form or the other. India should be inspired by best
practices around the world, for example: New Zealand's move to ban tobacco by 2027 to protect
youth and future generations while reducing the burden on health and the economy". Also, she
recommended to make tobacco workers aware about the medicinal use of tobacco, so that they
can go towards something positive.

Dr. Bhawna, HOD Law Department, HPU RC Dharamsala shared the journey of Narendra Nath Dutta
to 'Swami Vivekananda' and how he took his thoughts directly to the people, especially the youth.
She added, "his message breaks the shackles of caste and creed and speaks the language of
universal brotherhood. What he said shows the great importance of his thoughts and ideals
among the youth in our country today.”

Dr. Mool Raj Assistant Professor, CBL University Bhiwani, Haryana shared his vast experience of
nearly 10 years as a social worker on the occasion. Also he recommended a ‘Letter to Father’

campaign for schools, under which students would write letters to their fathers who use tobacco,
to make them feel that their children would also be harmed and affected by it.

According to youth groups, increasing the excise duty on all tobacco products can be a very
effective policy measure to meet the urgent need of increasing revenue by the central
government. This would be a winning proposition for generating revenue and reducing tobacco
use and related diseases.

Suneel Vatsyayan, Chairperson, NADA India Foundation concluded the webinar with beautiful
