Temps are rising, and while we’re reaching for iced coffee and shady
spots, our furry friends rely on us to help them beat the heat. Here’s
how to keep your pets safe and wagging this summer:

Never leave pets in parked cars. Even with windows cracked, temps
can climb over 100°F in minutes—it’s deadly.

Walk early or late. Hot pavement can burn paws! Test it with your
hand: if it’s too hot for you, it’s too hot for them.

Hydration is everything. Always provide fresh, cool water—whether
you're home, out on a hike, or just in the backyard. ' Post Helene:
Let's keep pets from drinking from untested sources of water,
Leptospirosis and other bacteria can be deadly! Always keep some
fresh water with you if hiking or walking.

Shade and fans matter. Make sure outdoor pets have a shaded area
and decent airflow. Better yet, bring them inside when it’s sweltering.

We always thought our

scared. Over months, we

fed him, cared for him, and
