To be eligible, one must be between the ages of 16 and 19 (4-H age) and must have exhibited at the Branch County Fair for a minimum of 1 year prior to entering the contest. The contest is held prior to the opening day of Fair, with the crowning of the King and Queen as part of the program on opening day. 

This is an honor to the young lady and young man who are selected to represent all the boys and girls in Branch County. If you are crowned, both King and Queen will be in the Branch County Fair Parade, the crowning ceremony and many other events held during the Fair and throughout the year.
Applications can be picked up, or requested via email, from the Fair Office on the Fairgrounds, and be submitted to the Fair Office by June 7, 2021. The top six boys and top six girls, based on application scores, will be notified and continue on to the interview portion of the contest.
