When | think about July, | think about freedom—the 4th
of July 1776—the Declaration of Independence—
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. | also think about fireworks
and musical concerts and the flag and parades.

| also am reminded of the freedom that we have in
Jesus Christ. Paul wrote to the churches in Corinth,
“Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the
Lord is, there is freedom.” [2 Corinthians 3.17].Have
you ever pondered what that statement means? What is
our freedom in Christ? Freedom from what? Freedom for
what?

According to Paul, freedom means freedom from the
consequences of sin, freedom from legalism, freedom
from the fear of death. Paul wrote to the churches in
Rome, “Therefore there is no condemnation for those
who are in Christ Jesus because through Christ Jesus
the law of the Spirit of life set me free from the law of
sin and death.” [Romans 8.1—2]. We are completely
free from the guilt and punishments of our sins as we
look to Jesus and see Him make the payment for every
one of our sins. God accepted that payment and
declared us “not guilty!”

Freedom also means freedom for something. Christ has
set us free to have eternal life. John 3.16: “...that
whoever believes on Him [Jesus] will have eternal life.”
And as our evangelist, Roger Roller, recently preached
on | John 5.13: “I am writing these things to you who
believe in the name of the Son of God [=Jesus Christ]
so that you may know that you have eternal life.”

Freedom in Christ as well as freedom as a nation are
both gifts from God. Celebrate the 4th, but even more
so celebrate every day your freedom in Christ.
