                          Mark 's Minute
I  had only been at  Shalom for 3 months when Madel ine was born ( in May of  2006).  A week and a
hal f  AFTER her bir th,  I  wrote a sermon ent i t led,  “Ref lect ions f rom the Side of  the Cr ib”.  Here’s an
excerpt  f rom that sermon:

“ I  t iptoe over to her cr ib…I run my hand over the smooth wood and make my way around to the
side. 

‘A miracle’ ,  I  th ink to mysel f—this l i t t le l i fe—these l i t t le hands and f ingers,  these l i t t le feet  and
toes, that  l i t t le cur l  on the top of  her head—and that quick and rhythmic breathing, reminding me
of new l i fe wi th every s ingle breath…

And as I  stare down at  that  l i t t le body, I  begin to ref lect  on what i t  means to be a parent:  what i t
means to love l ike a parent,  and what God, our Heavenly Father,  teaches me about parent ing. . . ”

Dur ing that sermon, I  ref lected on the fact  that  a parent ’s love cannot be earned. So of ten,
chi ldren try to earn their  parents’  af fect ion,  but God never intended for a parent ’s love to be
earned. He didn’ t  design love that way. Looking at  my baby, Madel ine,  in that  cr ib made me
real ize that  she couldn’ t  DO anything to earn my love—back then, she was just  a baby. She
couldn’ t  swing a basebal l  bat  or  shoot a three-pointer,  she couldn’ t  paint  a picture…she couldn’ t
even say “ I  love you”.  Think about God. His love for us is s imply rooted in His creat ion of  us.
Remember that  God loves us 100%. That doesn’ t  drop down to 98% or 83% i f  we do something
wrong (or something REALLY wrong).  There is NOTHING you can do to make God love you less.

Dur ing that sermon, I  a lso ref lected on the fact  that  a parent ’s love l is tens for the cr ies of  the
chi ldren. There were def in i te ly some “middle of  the night”  cr ies f rom Madel ine.  And Ti f fany and I
grew accustomed to “ l is tening for”  those cr ies.  Throughout Scr ipture,  we f ind God’s chi ldren
crying out to Him. In fact ,  in Psalm 120:1 i t  says,  “ In my distress I  cr ied to the LORD and He
answered me.”

Also,  dur ing that sermon, I  ref lected on the fact  that  a parent ’s love responds appropr iately to a
chi ld ’s needs. God responds to our needs in ways that are most appropr iate (whether we real ize
i t  or  not) .  God always knows what ’s best for  us.  I ,  too,  in my years as a parent,  have had to
discern the di f ference between a need and a want.
 
But that ’s not al l…a parent ’s love forgives and understands. A parent ’s love is forgiv ing.  I  th ink
i t ’s  a t ragedy to see a fami ly torn apart  because one member of  that  fami ly stubbornly refuses to
forgive another member of  that  fami ly.  

And a parent ’s love protects.  As I  stared down at  that  peaceful  baby ly ing in that  cr ib those many
years ago, I  couldn’ t  help but to be overwhelmed as I  thought about al l  of  the th ings and people
out in the wor ld that  might potent ia l ly  harm her.  Psalm 46 reminded me as a parent that  “God is
our refuge and strength,  an ever-present help in t imes of  t rouble.”

Final ly,  a parent ’s love prays.  Both of  my gir ls were prayed for BEFORE they were even born
(before we even knew i f  they would be gir ls or boys).  This is the s ingle most s igni f icant factor
when i t  comes to a parent ’s love…it  a l l  comes down to th is:  Prayer.  Ti f fany and I  haven’ t  stopped
praying for our gir ls on a dai ly basis al l  these years later.

On June 1,  2024, I  wi l l  not  be a parent watching Madel ine f rom the side of  a cr ib…instead, I  wi l l
be a parent watching her walk across the stage to receive her high school  d iploma (and a parent
who watched his other daughter walk across the stage to receive her col lege diploma).

But these truths about parent ing do not and wi l l  not  change. Even though I  am no longer
parent ing a 2-week-old and a 3 ½ year old (but rather an 18-year-old and a 21-year-old) I  st i l l
p lan to be a parent whose love is not earned, who l is tens for the cr ies of  my chi ldren, who tr ies
to respond appropr iately to their  needs, who seeks to forgive and understand, who protects,  and
who prays.
