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Mark's Minute
Most of  us have at  one t ime or another had to have put something together “step by
step”.  Maybe i t  was a new piece of  furni ture ( that  you purchased in a box),  or  a
chi ldren’s gi f t  at  Chr istmas t ime (a dol lhouse or a soccer goal  for  the backyard).  We
get what i t  means to “do something, step by step”.

As you know by now, Shalom has been in a discover ing and discerning process over
these last  several  weeks as we have been learning about spir i tual  g i f ts (Special
abi l i t ies given by God through His Holy Spir i t  at  the moment of  conversion).  These
Bibl ical  spir i tual  g i f ts are given to us (bel ievers in Chr ist)  in order to glor i fy God, bui ld
up the Body of  Chr ist  ( the Church) and br ing uni ty into the church. We f ind l is ts of
spir i tual  g i f ts in 1 Cor int ih ians 12:8-10, 28; Romans 12:6-8;  Ephesians 4:11; 1 Peter
4:9-10; Exodus 31:3;  1 Tim. 2:1-2;  and Psalm 150:3-5.  But…what do these l is ts of
spir i tual  g i f ts have to do with us…and what do they have to do with a “step by step”
process? Wel l…let  me show you:

STEP 1: (Discovery):  Pick up a spir i tual  g i f ts assessment/quest ionnaire at  Shalom
(on the welcome table,  in your Sunday school  c lass or in the Music Room).
STEP 2: Put your name on the top of  the assessment before f i l l ing i t  out .
STEP 3: Take i t  home and f i l l  i t  out  ( fo l low the direct ions on the assessment) .  
STEP 4: Determine your spir i tual  g i f ts.  Transfer the numbers f rom each quest ion to
the master sheet AND THEN add the columns up and put a total  number at  the
bottom of each of  those columns.
STEP 5: What are your 3 highest “column totals”? Those are your top 3 spir i tual
gi f ts.  Wri te those 3 gi f ts in the blanks provided
STEP 6: Br ing your spir i tual  g i f t  (a l l  f i l led out wi th your name on i t )  back to
someone at  the welcome center in the lobby of  Shalom.
STEP 7: Attend the “What ’s Next”  luncheon on March 16 at  12:15 to meet around
tables wi th others (and a spir i tual  g i f ts coach) to help you br idge your spir i tual  g i f ts
to actual  ministr ies in our church.

KEY POINT! KEY POINT! KEY POINT! --  Don’ t  s imply s ign up for the lunch i f  you
haven’ t  f i l led out your spir i tual  g i f t  assessment.  This is not just  a “FREE LUNCH” –we
wi l l  be using a copy of  YOUR spir i tual  g i f t  assessment at  that  lunch. Then we wi l l
return i t  back to you.
 
So…there’s the “step by step” approach to spir i tual  g i f ts…discerning, discover ing,
br idging to ministry…and then using!
