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Not long ago I  was on the heal th and beauty ais le at  the grocery store
picking up some hand cream for the fami ly.  That ’s when I  not iced an
usual  product on the shel f .  I t  was cal led “Natural  Glow”.  I t  was
descr ibed as “sunless tanning moistur izer” .  Sunless tanning?? That
actual ly sounds l ike the OPPOSITE of  a “natural  g low”,  doesn’ t  i t? And
the more I  ref lected on that phrase “natural  g low”,  the more and more
I began to th ink about i t  through a spir i tual  lens.

From a spir i tual  perspect ive,  our human nature (and the things of  th is
world) actual ly resul t  in us being “ tarnished”.  Sin (and the Curse) that
entered into the Garden of  Eden, (and which are st i l l  wi th us today)
show us that what ’s “natural”  in th is wor ld actual ly dul ls our spir i tual
walk.  In other words,  the more that we walk in our “natural  nature” the
less spir i tual  g lowing we wi l l  emanate.
 
On the f l ipside, when we choose to step away from our “natural
nature” and intent ional ly come into the presence of  the supernatural
( through God’s Word, through prayer,  through other bel ievers)…it  is
THEN that we start  to real ly glow and shine. 

Back in the Old Testament book of  Exodus, you might recal l  reading
about Moses: Moses had an encounter wi th God and i t  had a
not iceable effect  on his countenance. As Moses came down the
mountain (af ter  being in the presence of  God),  h is face shone br ight ly,
ref lect ing the glory of  God. And subsequent ly,  every t ime Moses would
stand in the presence of  God, he would radiate wi th God’s glory.
 
Wel l ,  let  me assure you…there was NOTHING natural  about that  g low!
In other words,  th ings of  th is wor ld don’ t  make us radiate…we radiate
when we get into the presence of  the Lord.  I t  is  His l ight  that  then
ref lects f rom Him…onto us and then onto others!  

This mystery becomes clearer when we recal l  that  Jesus proclaimed,
about Himsel f ,  “ I  am the l ight  of  the wor ld.  Whoever fo l lows me wi l l
never walk in darkness but wi l l  have the l ight  of  l i fe.”  Now, combine
THAT with what Jesus said in Matthew 5:14: “You are the l ight  of  the
world.”  What is the connect ion? Fol lowing Jesus. In other words,
being in c lose proximity to Jesus ( just  as Moses was in c lose
proximity wi th God back in Exodus)—is what br ings the “glow” that
people wi l l  not ice.

THAT is what we cal l  a spir i tual  and supernatural  g low. 

Sorry,  Jergens…you just  can’ t  top THAT kind of  g low!

Glow on, Shalom! Glow on!

A Message From Stewardship

Good morning, Shalom! Your Stewardship Commit tee is looking for your input on the
possibi l i ty  of  incorporat ing our church. At the last  quarter ly business meet ing we
started a congregat ion wide discussion on incorporat ion.  There are a few key points
worth reviewing from that meet ing.
 
First ,  th is is a decis ion for the congregat ion to make, not just  the Stewardship
Commit tee. Addi t ional ly,  a decis ion on whether to proceed has not been made. We wi l l
use the process out l ined below to make that decis ion as a church. 

As a commit tee we fel t  compel led to consider incorporat ion given the l i t ig ious society
that we l ive in today. There was a t ime when you would never hear of  a lawsui t  being
brought against  a church but in today’s environment i t  is  common for churches to be
sued af ter  accidents,  or  even for pol i t ical  purposes.
 
Incorporat ion would provide an addi t ional  r ing of  protect ion around our church. We rely
f i rst  and foremost on God, fo l lowed by good pract ices,  and cont inuing insurance.
Incorporat ion would be an addi t ional  r ing of  protect ion to help ensure that we take the
best possible care of  our t rustees, staff ,  and church members.

What has been done so far? Stewardship,  Deacons, and Trustees held a jo int  meet ing
to discuss incorporat ion,  and al l  part ies agreed that there was value in incorporat ion
and the issue should be brought to the congregat ion.  Stewardship also met wi th a law
f i rm that helps churches incorporate to see what would be involved in the process.
Final ly,  we reached out to both BGAV and Dover Bapt ist  Associat ion to get their
thoughts.  Both the BGAV and Dover are themselves incorporated and strongly
recommend we do so as wel l .

We want the whole church to be informed and educated to make this decis ion.
Stewardship is planning to hold a town hal l  meet ing wi th the congregat ion to answer
any and al l  quest ions.  Our goal  is  that  no matter what direct ion the congregat ion
chooses, al l  the facts wi l l  be wel l  known, and the process wi l l  be completely
transparent.  To help us answer any quest ions you might have we are asking that you
please submit  a l l  quest ions to Shalombapt istma@gmai l .com before we have our town-
hal l .  I f  you do not use emai l ,  p lease cal l  the church off ice and leave your message with
Kel ly.  Of course, we wi l l  take addi t ional  quest ions at  the town hal l  but  knowing in
advance wi l l  help us do the necessary research i f  we do not already know the answer.  

Thank you for your honest feedback whether for  or  against  and we look forward to
seeing you al l  at  the town hal l  in the TBD future.
