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Student Fees & Class Schedule: Student fees are listed in the table below.  

Discounts are offered for advanced payments and multi-family member participants. Classes are 

available for students 3x/week on Tuesday & Thursday evenings from 5:30-6:30pm and 

Saturday mornings from 10:30-11:30am.  Saturday mornings are subject to cancellation on 

occasion due to promotion test, taekwondo event demonstrations or other unforeseen 

circumstances.  It should be noted, generally, board breaking is done on Tuesday evenings after 

6:30 and Black Belt Class is held immediately following the Thursday evening class.  
 

For students attending the North English Branch school, classes are held on Monday form 6:00-

7:00pm and on Wednesday evenings from 5:00-5:45pm.  

 

At this time, there are no registration fees for either of the Grinnell or English Valley locations. 

 

We recognize that financial difficulties can befall any family. Please reach out to Master Gibson 

should this situation arise, and a temporary support solution is needed. 

 

Uniform Pricing:  All registered students must wear the dobok. This is a white top 

and bottom uniform with designated taekwondo belt.  Doboks are $35.00.  Patches may also be 

purchased and placed on the uniform.  Patches of the American flag, South Korean flag, Tenets 

of Taekwondo and the Jung’s Taekwondo Academy may be purchased for between $3-$6.00 

each.  Please visit with Master Gibson or a black belt instructor for information on patch 

placement.

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Promotion Testing:  Promotion Testing is offered at the central academy/main 

school located at 1510 Mt. Vernon Rd, Cedar Rapids, IA.  Promotion test bring all Jung’s 

taekwondo branch school instructors, black belts and students to Cedar Rapids every other month 

beginning in February of a new year.  Test months include February, April, June, August, 

October and December.  Generally, the test date falls on the second Saturday of a test month but 

is subject to change.   
 

Testing is to be completed at the Cedar Rapids dojang, however for Grinnell and/or English 

Valley students, an exception can be made for one to two tests to be completed at the branch 

school location.  This must be pre-approved in advance with Master Gibson.  This exception 

applies to color belts thru blue belts only.  Brown belts and above must test at the Cedar Rapids 

dojang. 

 

Students do NOT always test with every promotion test opportunity.  Many factors weigh in to a 

student’s readiness for promotion test and is discussed with Master Gibson. Taekwondo as a 

martial art, is an individual journey and should not ever be considered a competition. 

 

Promotion test fees for all color belts (white thru brown) are $40.00.  Temporary black belt fee 

for test is $152.00.  1st Dan black belt test fee is $190.00. 

 

Sparring/ Sparring Equipment: Jung’s Taekwondo Academies practice free 

sparring or what is called point sparring at tournaments. The only legal contact areas are high-

section (from neck up) for foot techniques and mid-section (including both sides of the torso, for 

hand and foot techniques. Techniques are to be controlled with very close contact up to a 1” or 

less of contact. Light uniform contact indicates this. Illegal target areas are the whole of the 

spinal column (neck, back of head, backbone), groin knees, throat and eyes.  Biting, scratching, 

holding or clawing, intentionally avoiding close contact, and attacking illegal targets are 

prohibited. Blind techniques and sweeping techniques are prohibited. Hand techniques to the 

head or face are prohibited. 

Sparring Equipment: It is recommended that all Jung’s Academy students purchase at a 

minimum, a mouth guard. Additional sparring equipment of shin & instep protectors and forearm 

guards are highly recommended beginning at the orange belt level. White and yellow belts may 

loan sparring pads to help determine sizing prior to purchase. Purchases can be made thru several
