Tumbling: 
​ Clothing: Leotards, sports bras/booty shorts or any fitted attire is appropriate.

If your child is in both dance and tumbling on the same day, please have them wear 
footless tights so they do not have to change clothes.

ALL DANCERS will have their shoes looked at by Ms. Sue & Ms. Sarah the first week 
of class. Should your dancers’ shoes not fit, or they do not have the correct shoes, they 
will be sized for the appropriate shoes. We will reach out to parents individually should 
your dancer need shoes ordered prior to ordering them. Payment via an emailed invoice 
will be due prior to shoes being ordered for your dancer.
