DIRECTIONS

M4 Junction 12.  A4 towards Newbury. At 2nd roundabout right towards Pangbourne A340  

In Tidmarsh turn right at The Greyhound Inn. Follow lane up Sulham Hill. 

Hall Place E.C. is at end of lane on right at T-junction. 

Alternative Route 

M4 Junction 12.  A4 towards Reading. After approx 2.5 miles Prospect Park on left. Turn left 

at traffic lights into Liebenrood Road. At roundabout turn left.  Follow road for approx. 

2.5miles & turn right at T-junction (mini roundabout) into School Road.  

 Left at mini-roundabout into Chapel Hill.  

At bottom of hill turn right then immediately left.
