In February of 2019, leadership
from the United Way sat down with
Matt Helms who was the Plant
Manager at Continental Cement
and Green America Recycling to
share about the work United Way
does in the community. Helms
understood the importance of the
agencies the United Way supports,
but asked what United Way was
doing to combat the growing use of
substances within the area.

Countless organizations work to
combat substance abuse, but
Continental Cement and Green
America Recycling wanted to do
something to prevent young people
from ever using substances. This

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passion led to the birth of the
United Way Youth Focused
Substance Abuse Prevention
Initiative funded by Continental
Cement and Green America
Recycling.

United Way opened a grant
application in July of 2019 for local
nonprofits to apply for $25,000 to
fund a new program geared to
prevent youth from utilizing
substances.

The Hannibal Alliance for Youth
Success was granted this award to
fund TIPS, Trauma-Informed
Program for Schools. Studies have
shown the direct correlation
between experiencing trauma in

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childhood and utilizing substances
as an adult. The TIPS Program will
allow for local educators at
participating schools to be trained
to look for and identify students
who are experiencing trauma.
Interventions will then be put in
place to ensure children have the
support they need to overcome this
trauma in a healthy manner and not
rely upon substances.

In the fall of 2018, Aly Francis was
heading to the Missouri State Fair
to show hogs and sheep when she
came across an older woman who
didn’t have enough food to eat.
This situation impacted Aly and
after the state fair she chose to
donate her show pig to the Paris
Senior Center to ensure older
individuals without food have a
place to get a meal.

Aly’s action sparked the United Way
to launch Aly’s Project in 2019.
Through Aly's Project, 4H and FFA
Youth can donate their livestock
projects at the conclusion of fair
season to a local food pantry or
senior center and Aly's Project will

pay for the processing of the
animal.

During 2019 United Way Leadership
and Aly spoke with local FFA
Chapters, 4H members, fair boards,
and more about the project. In its
initial year 8 youth donated hogs
and sheep. In total, enough meat
for 6,800 meals was donated by
these young people to local senior
centers and food pantries.

Funding for this special initiative
comes from the General Mills
Foundation Hometown
Grantmaking Program and the
Community Foundation serving
Northeast Missouri and West-

United Way of the Mark Twain Area considered drug fueled. This
is tackling a tough issue which was includes crimes such as assault,

kick started by a designated gift
from Continental Cement and
Green America Recycling to fund a
new Youth-Focused Substance
Abuse Prevention Program in the
area.

Within 12 months, the Marion
County Prosecuting Attorney’s
Office filed 708 charges (not
including traffic tickets or
infractions). Of those, 56% filed
were related to drug and alcohol
crimes. Thirteen percent of the
charges filed were for individuals
Driving While Intoxicated. Many of
the crimes also could be

robbery, stealing, property damage,
burglary, etc. Those are crimes
committed while individuals are
under the influence of substances
and/or looking for means to
support their drug habits. Marion
County Prosecuting Attorney Luke
Bryant shared it is impossible to
look at those crimes and determine
what percentage of the overall
caseload would be considered drug
fueled, but he believes it would be a
very high percentage.

Additionally, the number of children
within the area considered “at-risk”
of using substances continues to

sky rocket. This includes children
who live in poverty, have a single
parent, children who are homeless,
children who are in foster care, and
more.

The first step in combating this
societal issue has been awarding
the HAYS organization with a
$25,000 grant to begin their work
with the Trauma Informed Program
for Schools. United Way's
Substance Abuse Prevention
committee will follow this project
through its inception and see what
else can be done to ensure young
people in the community do not
turn to drugs.
