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ON JANUARY 29, 2025, HENRY FISHER WALKED INTO ALPHA MINISTRIES STRAIGHT FROM BULLITT COUNTY
DETENTION CENTER—A TURNING POINT THAT WOULD CHANGE HIS LIFE. SINCE ARRIVING, HENRY NOT ONLY
COMPLETED 90 DAY IOP THROUGH THE REACH PROGRAM, LLC, BUT RECEIVED A LETTER OF
RECOMMENDATION FROM THEM FOR HIS PEER SUPPORT CERTIFICATION. HENRY HAS BECOME A SHINING
EXAMPLE OF WHAT HAPPENS WHEN FAITH, OPPORTUNITY, AND COMMITMENT COME TOGETHER.

THROUGH ALPHA'S PARTNERSHIP WITH THE SPOT YOUNG ADULT OPPORTUNITY CENTER, HENRY BEGAN TO
BREAK DOWN BARRIERS HE ONCE THOUGHT WERE IMPOSSIBLE. WITH THE SUPPORT OF DUSTY AND BLAKE,
HE EARNED HIS PEER SUPPORT CERTIFICATION, COMPLETED A PROCESS DEVELOPMENT CLASS, AND WAS
SELECTED AS A CANDIDATE FOR A PAID INTERNSHIP THROUGH A LOCAL BUSINESS.

INSIDE THE HOME, HENRY HAS TAKEN ON THE ROLE OF ROOM LEADER, CONSISTENTLY STANDING OUT FOR
HIS SERVANT LEADERSHIP AND WILLINGNESS TO HELP OTHERS. HE'S ALSO A VALUED TEAM MEMBER ON
OUR JUST PIGGIN OUT FOOD TRAILER, WORKING HARD BEHIND THE SCENES DOING PREP WORK AND
CAREFULLY BUILDING THE SMASHBURGERS EVERYONE CALLS “THE BEST THEY'VE EVER HAD."
WE'LL NEVER FORGET WHAT HENRY TOLD OUR CEO DURING HIS FIRST MONTH:

"I'VE NEVER FELT LOVED LIKE THIS BEFORE.”

EIGHT MONTHS LATER, WE OVERHEARD HENRY MENTORING A NEW BROTHER AND SAYING:
