 100 MILER – UPDATE               Pearces Creek Bridge closure                         - David
Council claim a one month closure will take place beginning Monday 23 October. As this is one day 
after our 100 miler, and as I have zero confidence in Council, I believe it would be better for the 100 
miler to use the recommended detour consisting of Houghlahans Creek Road which is a reliable 
alternative. This puts you back onto Eltham Road well beyond the Bridge location. It involves less 
climbing and is all sealed.

When you reach the end of South Teven Road turn right over 2 bridges then left at the Houghlahans 
sign and follow this road to the end bearing left then joining Eltham Road.
Please advise potential riders of the changed route and point out the existing bridge is dangerous as 
hell because of the parallel planks with large gaps between and the tendency to attempt crossing at 
high speed.

I will remind riders of the change at the 6AM start.
