Interview Attire

1. Teen Miss and Miss contestants will be given their t-shirt at time of registration to be worn
during their interview.
2. The bottoms MUST BE DENIM (blue jean) MATERIAL without holes: pants or skirts (no

3. Shoes complete your look! Shoe should complement outfit.
4. Hair and makeup should also complement your overall look.
