	New Single Family Residence (NSFR)
	New SFR must have a minimum of1200 sq ft of living space with heating, air conditioning &/or HVAC. All new construction must be constructed of at least one half (1/2) brick or stone, be constructed on-site, and secured upon a concrete foundation or concrete pier and beam. The proposed house exterior should conform with the other houses in the Subdivisions. All dwellings will be constructed to enhance the value of the property and surrounding area, to maintain the safety of the property and surrounding area, and to maintain the integrity of the Subdivisions. All construction will be completed within one year from the beginning of construction.

	
	Re-model, Major
	Includes but not limited to additional construction of a structure or a SFR that resulting in enlargement of footprint to add living space, deck space or an increase in the height and/or width of the roof, or the addition of a second story.

	
	Re-model, Minor
	Change to the exterior of any structure, with or without heating, air conditioning or HVAC, electric and/or plumbing. Must not include any changes in structure footprint, add additional living space or removal of a load bearing wall. 

	
	Outbuildings
	Any secondary building or structure located on an improved lot with an existing SFR and greater than 150 sq. ft. Includes any structure visible from the street such as detached garages, workshops, storage sheds, gazebo, green-house, or pergola. Adjustments may be considered if a corner lot is involved.

	
	Auxiliary Structures
	Anything constructed on land on the property greater than 150 sq. ft. This includes any structure that may be attached or detached to the primary residence including patio, patio roofs, covered walkways.

Applicant Check List

Please use the following list to ensure that your application is complete.  If you have questions as to the applicability of any item please contact the Architectural Review Committee (ARC).
General:
1. Submit a completed Architectural Review Application signed by the property owner. The application will include a detailed scope of the work with appropriate maps, drawings and other pertinent information.
2. All submissions shall be emailed to the ARC chair as listed on the Shady Acres Property Owners web site (shadyacrespoatexas.org).

a. PDF file types are preferred.  Word Documents and image files may be considered.  Pages must be attached to the email, not pasted into the body of an email.

b. Paper submissions are acceptable but must contain all the required information on the project and not exceed 11” X 17” in size.

c. Hand drawn sketches/maps are not acceptable. 
3. An agreement and acknowledgement form signed by the property owner recognizing the requirements of applicable Burnet County, Lower Colorado River Authority (LCRA), the State of Texas and federal regulations and laws as found on page 3 of the ARC application.

New Single-Family Residence (NSFR) 
1. Include complete architectural plans of the proposed project, lot survey, and side elevations of project. Also include a certified site survey of any structure that may infringe on setback regulations, including fences, septic and irrigation plans. 

2. A copy of the Lower Colorado River Authority’s approval for construction of an On-Site Septic System or for Continued Use Authorization
3. An architectural plan or survey that shows where the improvements will be located.  Plan shall include a floor plan, electrical and plumbing installations, location of all HVAC condensers, and side elevations of the structure. Digital copies are acceptable and must be an attachment to an email and not included in the body of the email.
4. A list of materials to be used on the exterior of the structure.
5. A 911 address verification. (For NSFR only)
6. A copy of approval from the City of Highland Haven for potable water service, if applicable.
NSFR, Major Remodel, Outbuilding or Secondary Structure

1. Include complete architectural plans of the proposed project, lot survey, and side elevations of project. Also include a certified site survey of any structure that may infringe on setback regulations, including fences, septic and irrigation plans. 

2. An acceptable certified site survey must depict building footprints and all proposed overhangs and/or eaves, locations of all lot lines, setbacks, easements, septic and propane tanks.  
3. A list of the materials used to finish the exterior surface must be provided. 
Additional Information
1. Upon receipt of a submission, the ARC will send a confirmation email and any comments regarding the completeness of the application.

2. The ARC will provide as detailed a list of deficiencies as possible, if any. Understand that the ARC may later request, via email, additional clarification or information regarding questions they may have.

3. A review will normally require 2 to 4 weeks to complete depending on the nature and complexity of the project.
4. Upon completion of the ARC review, a recommendation will be sent to the Board of Directors of the SAPOA for review. The ARC will send an email/written notice informing the applicant if the Board has any issues or questions regarding the proposed project. If none, the ARC will send a notice of approval to the applicant.
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
