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Kings River & Reedley Beach
Flowing along the edge of the city, the Kings River is central 
to Reedley’s outdoor life. The popular inland beach draws 
swimmers, anglers, boaters, and water-skiing enthusiasts, 
while nearby river parks provide shaded picnic areas ideal for 
gatherings. Floating the river is a favorite pastime, with routes 
ranging from the Goodfellow Bridge to the Wakehouse camping 
area, or extending downstream to Reedley Beach for a longer 
ride.

Historic Downtown Reedley
Downtown Reedley blends small-town charm with rich history. 
Visitors will find locally owned shops, restaurants, a museum, 
and the beautifully restored 1903 Reedley Opera House. The 
district hosts community celebrations throughout the year, 
including the Reedley Street Faire, Reedley Fiesta, and the 
Electrical Farm Equipment Parade. Longtime favorites such 
as The Pub, Uncle Harry’s, Valentino’s, and Main Street Café 
continue to anchor downtown’s character.

Reedley Municipal Airport 
4557 Frankwood Avenue | (559) 637-9453
Located four miles north of the city, the Reedley Municipal 
Airport supports general aviation and serves the region with 
an estimated 1,375 monthly departures. The facility is home to 
approximately 55 based aircraft and includes an on-site park 
available for picnics and small gatherings.

Reedley Water Towers
Reedley’s iconic twin water towers stand as symbols of the city’s 
growth and resilience. Constructed in 1914 and 1923, each tower 
holds 60,000 gallons and played a critical role in ensuring clean, 
reliable water for the community. A major rehabilitation project 
completed in 2022 preserved these historic landmarks for future 
generations.

Old Seth Clock
Located in the 1100 block of G Street, “Old Seth” is a cherished 
Reedley landmark. Crafted by the Seth Thomas Clock Company 
and ordered by local jeweler M.A. Furlong, the clock arrived in 
Reedley in 1921. Fully restored in 2009, it continues to mark time 
in the heart of downtown.

Points of Interest
Located just below the Sierra Nevada foothills, Reedley serves as a welcoming gateway to the region’s dramatic 

eastern skyline and outdoor beauty. The city’s setting, combined with a mild climate, supports an active 
lifestyle and year-round recreation. From river adventures and historic landmarks to cultural destinations and 

agritourism experiences, Reedley offers a wide range of activities for residents and visitors alike.
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Reedley Historical Museum 
1752 10th Street | (559) 638-1913
Housed in Reedley’s original City Hall, this century-old building 
is now home to the Reedley Historical Society and Museum. 
Exhibits highlight Native American artifacts, agricultural tools, 
antiques, and items reflecting the area’s cultural diversity. 
The museum is open Tuesday and Saturday mornings, with 
affordable admission for all ages.

Reedley Opera House & River City Theatre Company 
1720 10th Street | (559) 638-6500
Built in 1903, the Opera House once served as the community’s 
central gathering space. After a decline in use during the rise 
of movie theaters, it was restored in the 1980s and later placed 
on the National Register of Historic Places. Today, it is home to 
the River City Theatre Company and continues to showcase live 
performances.

MCC Global Center 
1012 G Street | (559) 638-6911
Operated by Mennonite Central Committee, this center supports 
global relief and community service initiatives while promoting 
peace and compassion. Programs include relief kit assembly, 
quilting, sewing, visual arts, immigration services, and young 
adult programs. The on-site Quilting Museum is open to the 
public on Tuesdays and Thursdays.

Korean Heritage Pavilion 
196 N. Reed Avenue
This unique cultural site features a replica of Seoul’s Korean 
Independence Gate and ten monuments honoring Central Valley 
individuals who have made significant contributions to the 
Korean community.

Hillcrest Tree Farm & Railroad 
6943 S. Reed Avenue | (559) 638-2762
Visitors can enjoy seasonal tours of the farm aboard a half-scale 
live steam narrow-gauge railroad. The property also offers play 
areas, walking trails, and picnic spaces, with train rides operating 
on weekends during the open season.

Hobb’s Grove

Known for its immersive Halloween experience, Hobb’s Grove 
offers multiple haunted attractions along with a midway 
featuring fire pits, vendors, and live entertainment. Popular 
attractions include the Haunted Forest, Haunted Hayride, 
Haunted House, and The Portal.

Long before European 

settlement, the San 
Joaquin Valley was 

home to the Yokuts people, 
who lived along the Kings 
River for generations. The 
Yokuts established peaceful 
villages where they 
sustained themselves 
through hunting, fishing, 
and gathering, closely 
connected to the land and 
river that shaped their way 
of life.

The first non-Native set-
tlement in the area now known 
as Reedley began in 1855, when 
the James Smith family established 
a ferry service and hotel along the east 
bank of the Kings River near today’s Olson Avenue 
Bridge. This early river crossing served travelers 
until operations ended in 1874.

In 1884, Thomas Law Reed, a Civil War veteran 
from Ohio, arrived with his family to farm wheat. 
Encouraged by the 76 Land and Water Company, 
Reed recognized the region’s agricultural potential 

through irrigation and acquired land 
between the Kings River and Smith 
Mountain. At its peak, his farm-

ing operations encompassed nearly 
12,000 acres.

The arrival of the Southern 
Pacific Railroad in 1888 proved 
pivotal. Reed granted the rail-
road a half interest in a 360-
acre townsite in exchange for 
a depot, and the new com-
munity was named “Reedley” 

in his honor. With irrigation 
canals transforming the land-

scape, wheat farming gave way 
to vineyards and orchards during 

the 1890s. Farmers from around the 
world were drawn to the fertile soil, and 

Reedley soon earned its enduring title, “The 
World’s Fruit Basket.”

Twenty-five years after its founding, Reedley 
was officially incorporated in 1913. Today, it stands 
as Fresno County’s fourth-largest city, with a popu-
lation of 26,603—a lasting testament to the vision, 
determination, and hard work of its early pioneers 
and the generations who followed.
