Coral Reef Resilience - Bioreef Trial at

Eden Rock: We are partnering with Dr.

Tom Goreau to trial the pioneering

‘Biorock’ coral restoration method,

which has successfully revitalized reefs

in the Caribbean, Maldives, and

Indonesia. With Cayman’s coral cover at

just 6%, this urgent project is critical for

reef survival, and may also hold solutions

for 7 Mile Beach erosion through

sustainable sand regeneration.

Coastal Mangrove Restoration: In

South Sound, we are trialing a small-

scale mangrove restoration to stabilize

shorelines and support biodiversity. In

2026 we intend to expand these efforts

around Grand Cayman'’s coastline and

establish a second resilient pocket park.

Roots of Resilience Mangrove VR 2.0:

We will evolve the VR trial into a

sustainable tourism model, supporting

our “Wetlands Thrive, Life Survives”

campaign to protect the Central

Mangrove Wetlands.
