What is it: focus will be on development of players in a relaxed 

competitive environment. Players will be split by position and put 

through “camp-style” instruction based on position splits that evening. 

(For example, all outfielders from both teams will go with OF coach 

for 20 min of work while all Infielders go with IF coach for 

instruction.) Teams will then split and play a 1 hour15 min game. 

Coaches will umpire game. Coaches will stop games to have coaching 

moments for the whole group. Coaches will instruct during the games 

(likely both teams!). Score will be kept. Someone will win, but the 

score will not define the development. 

 

What to Bring: 

Purple or white shirt, baseball pants, glove, cap, bat (if you have one), 

water bottle, cleats, helmet (if you have one) 

 

Registration: 
A link will be posted on 87baseball.com on Sunday night preceding 

Tuesday night games. The first 18 position plays and first 2 catchers 

will be accepted. The registration is valid only for 1 game. A new 

registration link will be posted each Sunday. 

 

Payment: 

Cost is $10 per player. You can pay via Venmo or cash. No payment 

necessary until you receive a confirmation email that your player will 

be in Tuesday’s game. 



 

 

Why we exist: We’re trying to fill a large gap in youth baseball, 

particularly in Marble Falls, between select/travel ball, which can 

be expensive and inconvenient to our location, and local rec ball 

(which we fully support) that relies on volunteers (who are awesome) 

that have full time jobs away from their youth ball coaching duties.  

We’re striving to offer an exceptionally affordable model focused on 

developing 10-12-year-old kids on the field in which winning is the goal, 

but not the sole focus. We believe at this age kids definitely need to 

learn how to compete to win, but not at the cost of developing them as 

on field players and high baseball IQ guys (or girls).  

 

We plan on starting with a 20-30 min drill session broken out by the 

positions we’re focusing on that day. We will try to find the best 

rotation working with kids on outfield, infield, pitching, baserunning 

and hitting prior to the evenings game. After the instruction portion 

we will play a 1:15 kid pitched game. During the games the coaches will 

umpire and coach. We will treat these games as a learning opportunity 

for all 20 kids at once, and when we see a coaching moment we will 

stop to coach as many kids as possible. We may give a kid a 4th strike or 

send a baserunner back to his base after being thrown out stealing if 

we feel it is the best tool for teaching in the moment. 

 

The expectation for parents will be to cheer for their kid and the 

other kids and simply enjoy them having fun playing the game.  The 

environment outside the fence will be one of positivity for your kids to 

learn to enjoy the game. If someone needs to correct or coach a kid it 

will be the coaches on the field, so parents can sit back and enjoy the 

evening of baseball. If the unfortunate event arises where a parent is 

bringing an unhealthy amount of negativity they will have their $10 

returned to them and be unable to sign their child up for future 

events. 

 

Please understand the first 2 weeks we will be testing out a game 

model that is only a theory, so there will likely be some adjustments as 

we go. There’s no way this model will be without flaws, we just don’t 

know what they are until we see them. Please understand everything 

we do in this endeavor will be focused on developing kids in a positive 

manner, so if a mistake is made please view it through that lens. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

• Players need to be rising 5th thru 7th graders. 

 

• The first 18 position players and 2 catchers to submit 

registration forms will be selected for the game that Tuesday 

 

• Preference will be given to kids living in the MFISD attendance 

zone (meaning if we don’t have 20 MFISD kids register we’ll 

accept kids from other attendance zones). 

 

• $10 (venmo or cash) upon email letting you know you were 

selected 

 

• Kids will change positions every inning if there are kids wanting 

to play the same position 

 

• Pitch counts will be closely monitored based on individual kids 

 

• Score will be kept and someone will win, but the score will 

rarely dictate how we coach 

 

• Coaches will also umpire. They will never be wrong. 

 

• Parents who complain loudly or act in a way that would 

embarrass their child will be promptly refunded their $10 and 

their child will no longer be eligible to register for future
