Question: And as the canine handler, would you agree it's your responsibility to basically ensure that the proper steps are taken to make sure a homeowner is properly advised to stay in his or her home?
Orcutt: Ask that one more time.
Question: As a canine handler, you're responsible for everything that relates to the deployment of a canine; correct?
Orcutt: Correct.
Question: And that includes the responsibility to do whatever you can to minimize the risk of unintended injury; correct?
Orcutt: Correct.
Question: And as part of that, it's your responsibility as a canine handler to ensure that a warning has actually been given to a homeowner before you release that dog into the backyard, such as, homeowner, you need to stay in your house and don't go into the backyard because we're going to be releasing this dog into the backyard; correct?
Orcutt: I would say sure, yeah, I would agree with that.
Question: And that's the canine handler's ultimate responsibility?
Orcutt: Yeah, we do the best we can with it, absolutely.
Question: It also states, in the last bullet point, that, "It shall be the responsibility of the canine handler to complete all necessary reports or as directed"; is that correct?
Orcutt: Correct.
Question: What reports are required to be filled out after each search?
Orcutt: Just our general report that we have.
Question: Are any other reports required to be filled out?
Orcutt: By me?  No.
Question: What is the general report that you are referencing?  What does that entail?
Orcutt: It's just documentation of the incident, where I was at when I got the call, what kind of call is it, and what did I do when I responded.
