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Minutes of Town Council Meeting
December 11, 2018

The Pledge of Allegiance and a brief prayer were led by Mayor Ruby Clark.  

Mayor Ruby Clark called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  
Public Presentation:
Jim Jones, Head Ranger with the Natural Bridge State Park, and Craig Campbell with the Friends of Natural Bridge State Park gave a presentation on the activities and financial status of the park.  They asked for a letter of support for the Park's budget request for four (4) additional employees.  Council indicated support for sending such a letter.
Review of Minutes:

Motion by Mike Turner and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to approve the minutes for Regular Council Meeting November 13, 2018, and special called meeting December 4, 2018.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Consideration of Bills:

Motion by Andy Ryan and Seconded by Greg Hartbarger to approve payment of an invoice from Highway Motors Inc. in the amount of $2,807.66 for repairs to the International 4400 truck.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Police Report:
No report.  
Treasurer Report:
Town Treasurer Steven Drasye gave Council members a copy of the Revenue and Expense Report for the period ending November 30, 2018. Treasurer Drasye reported the General Fund revenues exceeded expenditures by $74,884.00, Water Fund expenditures exceeded revenues by $16,879.00, and Sewer Fund revenues were $21,161.00 higher than expenditures.  The report included the balance of the Town’s checking and savings account as of November 30, 2018.  Treasurer Drasye reported the Town had $683,767.00 in checking and savings accounts as of November 30, 2018.

Committee/Commission Reports:
A. Parks and Recreation Committee.  Town Manager Jon Ellestad reported on the Parks & Recreation Committee which had met the previous evening.

B. Natural Bridge/Glasgow Food Pantry.  Town Manager Jon Ellestad mentioned the letter from the Natural Bridge/Glasgow Food Pantry that was in the Council packet.  The letter extended appreciation for the $1,000.00 donation by the Town to the Food Pantry.

Old Business:

A. Sewer Rehab Project.  Town Manager Jon Ellestad reported that the progress on construction has slowed due to weather conditions and the Thanksgiving holiday.

B. Multi-Purpose Trail Update.  Town Manager Jon Ellestad reviewed the issue that was occurring over the timing of the approval of the HISP grant for Phase 2A and VDOT’s requirement to take back any unexpended funds as of October 1, 2019.  The project may have to be bid in separate contracts.

C. Request to Vacate a Portion of 11th Street/Lease Lots on Rockbridge Road.  Discussed in closed session.

D. Town Events Venue.  Town Manager Jon Ellestad presented a Concept Proposal to re-establish, at the site of the “old carnival grounds”, a new “Glasgow Events Center” for the purpose of hosting community special events sponsored by the Town or other public, non-profit community groups.  The concept proposal called for financial participation from local organizations/businesses and Rockbridge County. 

Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to submit a budget request to Rockbridge County in the next budget cycle.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

E. Update on Abandoned Properties.  Town Manager Jon Ellestad stated the owners of the properties at 138 Catawba Street and 605 Shawnee Street were contacted and each is working on a solution for the properties.  Town Manager Ellestad stated he will check back with them after the first of the year.  Town Manager Ellestad stated that Rockbridge County is moving forward with filing suit to have the properties at 709 8th Street and 1105 Rockbridge Road sold at a tax sale.
New Business:
A. Appointments to Planning Commission.  Town Manager Jon Ellestad reminded Council that there are two (2) vacancies on the Planning Commission and that a third seat will expire December 31, 2018.  Town Manager Ellestad stated that the make-up of the Commission differed from the one established by resolution in 1965 and that he could not find where it had been changed.  Town Manager Ellestad and Asst. Town Attorney Will Hancock stated the best way to deal with this was for Council to re-constitute the Commission by ordinance.  Town Manager Ellestad indicated that he would draw something up for Council to review.
B. Appointment to Rockbridge Regional Jail Commission.  
Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to recommend to the Board of Supervisors the appointment of Aaron Britton to the Rockbridge Regional Jail Commission for 2019.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Other:
Town Manager Jon Ellestad asked Town Council if they would use the Town email accounts for improved communication with the staff.  Council members stated they needed additional training on how to access the emails.

Town Manager Ellestad stated the newly elected Local Government Officials training session will be held January 8, 2019.

Town Manager Ellestad stated two (2) of the valves at Well #4 are failing and need to be replaced.  Town Manager Ellestad stated this will cost over $16,000 but has be to done.
Mayor Clark excused the public at 8:10 PM for Town Council to enter Executive Session.
