Mayor Sam Blackburn called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Motion by Ruby Clark and Seconded by Roger Funkhouser to approve minutes with corrections.  
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Consideration of Bills:
Councilor Roger Funkhouser asked how many payments are left to the PSA.  Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he will find out.  Mr. Funkhouser asked what the ad was for the toy drive.  Town Sgt. Aaron Britton stated it is for the Toys for Tots through Dollar General. 

Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Mike Turner to pay bills as presented and any other bills that may come up.  
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Committee/Commission Reports:

Police Activity Report:

Sgt. Britton told Council they have a copy of his monthly report in their packet.  Sgt. Britton stated he has consolidated his monthly report to one (1) page.  Sgt. Britton stated he has the long version in his office for Council if they would like to see it.  Sgt. Britton stated the toy drive ends December 22, 2012 and he would like help from Council as to who should receive them.  Sgt. Britton stated the parents can come to Town Hall to pick the toys up or he can deliver them.  Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe suggested contacting Social Services for names.  Councilor Roger Funkhouser asked why ten (10) summons had been dismissed.  Sgt. Britton stated the judge had dismissed them.
Old Business:
None.
New Business:
A. Agreement with Mary Earhart – Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he has the agreement with Mary Earhart to do the pre-audits for FY 2011 and FY 2012 and suggested Council make a motion to approve.  Mr. Rolfe stated the water project will be financed by Virginia Resource Authority and will need a copy of the latest audit.

Motion by Mike Turner and Seconded by Caleb Keckler to sign agreement with       Mary Earhart to do the pre-audits for FY 2011 and FY 2012.

Carried unanimous voice vote.
B. Engagement Letter with Robinson, Farmer & Cox – Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he has the engagement letter from Robinson, Farmer & Cox to do audits for FY 2011 and FY 2012.
Motion by Caleb Keckler and Seconded by Mike Turner to sign the engagement letter with Robinson, Farmer & Cox to audits for FY 2011 and FY 2012.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

C.  Appointments for Planning Commission and Zoning Board – Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated Caleb Keckler’s term on the Planning Commission will be up December 31, 2012.  Mr. Rolfe stated Susan Wood’s term on the Zoning Board will be up on December 31, 2012.  Mr. Rolfe stated there should not be a Council member on the Zoning Board but can have a Planning Commission member on the Zoning Board.  Mr. Rolfe stated Council needs to have names for the January 2013 meeting.  Caleb Keckler stated he would be willing to be on the Planning Commission again.
D. Award of Test Well – Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the Town had received two (2) sealed bids on the test well drilling project.  Bedford Well Drilling placed a bid at $39,200.  Rorrer Well Drilling, Inc. placed a bid at $36,913.  Mr. Rolfe stated Hurt & Proffitt recommended going with Rorrer Drilling.  Mr. Rolfe stated this project is covered by the grant.

Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Roger Funkhouser to accept the lowest bid of $36,913 by Rorrer Well Drilling, Inc.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Mr. Rolfe stated he had instructed Hurt & Proffitt to establish four (4) corners of the well site.  Mr. Rolfe stated the drilling will probably begin sometime in January 2013.  Mr. Rolfe stated the contract for the land was signed with owner Jerry Locher with the contingency of finding water, meeting the Town’s standards, etc.

E. Letter to County on Revenue Recovery for EMS – Councilor Roger Funkhouser stated he had asked the Town to send a letter to the County urging them to determine what is going to be done with the Revenue Recovery funds generated by billing for EMS.  Mr. Funkhouser stated the agreement had gone to all area squads but Glasgow has not signed yet as they have conditions they want met.  Mr. Funkhouser stated the Town’s letter would be sent to  the County stating they agree with the Glasgow Rescue Squad’s conditions.
Motion by Caleb Keckler and Seconded by Mike Turner approving a letter be sent to the County regarding Revenue Recovery and agreeing with the Town of Glasgow Rescue Squad’s conditions.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

F. Financing Sewage Treatment Plant Improvements – Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the Town has a CD maturing and will automatically renew on December 17, 2012.  Mr. Rolfe stated past Town Manager Ryan Spitzer had left notes that $78,000 from this CD would be used to pay for the oxidation ditch project.  Mr. Rolfe stated this money will be put in the sewer account and the remaining $100,000 can be rolled over for six (6) months.

G.  Introduction of New Town Manager – Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe introduced Paul Parker to the audience as a candidate for Town Manager.  
Motion by Ruby Clark and Seconded by Monica Dock to hire Paul Parker as Glasgow Town Manager beginning January 2, 2013.

Carried unanimous raising of right hand.

Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated Council had interviewed (4) candidates and there were 20 applications.  Council and Mayor Blackburn thanked Mr. Rolfe for his services.
Other Items:

A. Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated land applying will be done in Spring 2013.  Mr. Rolfe stated supplies have been ordered at the cost of approximately $1,000 and is in the budget.

B. Mr. Rolfe stated the 20+ year-old chlorinator on the well was not working properly and was replaced with a loaner while the old chlorinator was shipped for repair.  Mr. Rolfe stated the repairs would have cost $800 and a new chlorinator was $1,800, so he authorized purchase of the new chlorinator.  Mr. Rolfe stated this was not a budgeted item.

C. Mr. Rolfe stated chlorine has been ordered at the approximate cost of $3,500 and is in the budget.

D. Mr. Rolfe stated the Town will start decorating the Park for Christmas, which had previously been done by the Glasgow Rescue Squad.

E. Councilor Roger Funkhouser asked where the Town stands regarding the three (3) abandoned houses.  Mr. Funkhouser stated Town Attorney Tom Simons was to have followed-up with letters declaring the houses a nuisance.  Mr. Funkhouser stated the County Building Inspector had already declared them a nuisance.  Mr. Funkhouser stated the houses are:  306 Catawba Street, 1105 Rockbridge Road, 605 Shawnee Street.  Town Attorney Simons recommended putting this on the agenda for the January 2013 meeting and if Council wants to go through the nuisance process, he will proceed.
F. Mr. Funkhouser asked if Stanley Wright had received a letter giving him right-of-way permission to use the Town’s road to get to his property.  Town Attorney Simons stated he was in the process of getting this done.

G. Mr. Funkhouser stated he would like the issue of the railroad removing the grates they put on the culverts put back on the January 2013 agenda.  Mr. Funkhouser stated they have not responded to the letter sent by the Town or to the one sent by the County.

H. Mr. Funkhouser stated he and Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe had met at the river last week on the CSX property.  Mr. Funkhouser stated Dominion Virginia Power will be putting a light down there.  Mr. Funkhouser stated the inmates have been cleaning down there.
I. Mr. Funkhouser stated all non-profit groups need to put a written request in to Town Council to be included in next year’s budget.  Mr. Funkhouser stated Council needs to come up with a list so letters can be sent out in January.
J. Councilor Ruby Clark asked if the new roof on the Town Shop is complete.  Public Works Supervisor Armond Falgoust stated it is.  Mr. Falgoust stated he has several issues he would like to bring up at the January 2013 meeting.

K. Ms. Clark asked if the new playground equipment has arrived.  Mr. Falgoust stated the company it was purchased from will come to Glasgow before it arrives and take out the old equipment and show him how to install the new equipment.

L. Ms. Clark asked if there is a new business at the old Chevron station.  Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated to his knowledge there is not as no one has come in to fill out a business license or to have water turned on.  Mr. Rolfe stated he will send Sgt. Britton there to find out.

M. Ms. Clark stated Sgt. Britton has requested Council review the noise ordinance.

N. Ms. Clark stated what is done when people turn water on themselves when it is supposed to be off.  Mr. Rolfe stated the Town Sgt. is sent to talk to them.
O. Public Works Supervisor Armond Falgoust asked if the Town is responsible for clean-up when a house is burned.  Mr. Rolfe stated yes, the Town gets a dumpster.

P. Mr. Rolfe stated he would like Council to authorize him to move forward with updating Quickbooks.  Mr. Rolfe stated new computers are needed for the Town Manager and the Administrative Assistant.  Council told Mr. Rolfe to proceed with this.
