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Minutes of Town Council Meeting
February 9, 2016
Glasgow Public Library

Guests Present:  Reese McClanahan; Kit Huffman of The News Gazette; WWTP Jeff Rankin; Bob Kindle; Clint Ayers and Pastor Wes Galford with Natural Bridge Christian Fellowship.
The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark, followed by a brief prayer led by Councilor Jeremy Kilgore.  
Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  
Public Comment:

Bob Kindle – Mr. Kindle stated his dog was attacked by two (2) pit bulls last week.  Mr. Kindle stated the dogs came from 1033 Rockbridge Road.  Mr. Kindle stated he called Rockbridge County Animal Control and he ID’d the dogs.  Mr. Kindle stated he will press charges against the owners of the pit bulls.  Mr. Kindle stated the people at 1033 Rockbridge Road are living in a commercial building, there is no business there, they have no water or electricity, and there are a lot of cars that have been parked there for a very long time.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the town has been working with the owner of the building who lives in Northern Virginia trying to get them out.  Mr. Kindle listed several sections in the Town Charter, specifically Section 4, which states Council has the authority to do something about getting rid of these people.  Mr. Kindle stated they are a nuisance and are living in a commercial building and asked why they are still there.  Mr. Kindle asked Council if they are waiting for the dogs to attack a child next before they do anything.
Reese McClanahan – Mrs. McClanahan complimented the town employees on the snow removal.  Mrs. McClanahan asked Council where they stand on the building at 709 8th Street.  Town Attorney Tom Simons stated he and Town Manager Bill Rolfe are supposed to get together and make a priority list.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the owner has been removing some of his belongings from the building.  Councilor Roger Funkhouser stated the town needs to proceed with taking action on 709 8th Street and 1105 Rockbridge Road, both owned by the same person.

Comments:  Councilor Sonny Williams asked if the land owner could be held responsible regarding the dogs at 1033 Rockbridge Road.  Town Attorney Tom Simons stated no, you would have to prove negligence on the owner’s part.  Town Attorney Simons stated the owner is trying to evict them and has had them to court twice.
Councilor Roger Funkhouser stated the property owner needs to receive a letter from the 

Town Attorney on behalf of the Town of Glasgow stating the Town is holding the owner responsible and also that the property is zoned commercial, not to be used as a residence, plus there is trash and autos everywhere.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he will contact Animal Control to find out why the dogs were not confiscated for ten (10) days when they attacked Mr. Kindle’s dog.
Review of Minutes:

Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated Boyd Walker would like to have a copy of his Resolution included in the permanent minutes for the January 12, 2016 minutes.

Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Monica Dock to approve January 12, 2016 minutes as they have been presented.

Carried unanimous voice vote.
Consideration of Bills:

Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he purchased a 6’ blade for the gator to clean parking lots, sidewalks and the track while the roads are being plowed.
Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Mike Turner to approve bills presented and any other bills that may come in.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Mayor Ruby Clark stated she would like to thank Adam Funkhouser for helping town employees to push snow and clean sidewalks.

Committee/Commission Reports:
Community Strong Committee – Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the final meeting for the Community Strong Committee will be Thursday, February 25, 2016 @ 6:00 PM @ Scotto’s Restaurant.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he will have a final report for Council for the March 8, 2016 meeting.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the committee came up with a list of things for the members to do.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he can have one of the ladies from CSPDC at the March 8, 2016 Council meeting to go over the list.
Old Business:
A. Commercial Address Being Used As Residential.  Discussed during Public Comment.

B. Water Project Update.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the State approved Glasgow using the remainder of the funds to go to radio read for water meters and to purchase extra parts for water lines and meters left over from the water project – about $12,000.  Town Manager stated the contractors will be back in town in April to do landscaping, etc.  Town Manager stated there were about 79 meters that are either in backwards, have bad wiring, or have water leaks.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Commonwealth Excavating will come back and fix them before the next reading.

C. Update on AT Lots.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Gerry Locher gave the go-ahead to contact our Town Attorney about the two (2) lots he is donating to the Town in trade for three (3) of the town’s lots on Kanawha Street.
New Business:
A. Annual Report, FY 2017 Budget Request Glasgow Rescue Squad.  Be at March 8, 2016 meeting.
B. Annual Report, FY 2017 Budget Request Glasgow Fire Department.  Be at March 8, 2016 meeting.

C. Natural Bridge Christian Fellowship Use of Knick Field.  Wes Galford, Pastor of Natural Bridge Christian Fellowship, stated they would like to have a community event at Knick Field on Saturday, June 11, 2016 from 11:00 AM – 7:00 PM.  Pastor Galford stated they would like to have the community involved.  Pastor Galford stated they want to give out food, prizes, have inflatables, have a live band at night, give away clothes and have free haircuts.  Council gave their approval.

D. Approval of Contract/Resolution with USDA Rural Development for Sewer Rehab Project.  

Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded Roger Funkhouser to adopt Resolution with USDA Rural Development for Sewer Rehab Project.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the contract with CHA will be ready to go out to bid January 2017.  Town Manager Rolfe stated until then, Glasgow has to pay upfront about $370,000, until the bids are accepted.

Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to approve the engineering agreement with CHA and the Town of Glasgow related to USDA Rural Development sewer rehab project.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

E.  Extension of Verizon Cell Tower Ground Lease to American Tower.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated American Tower now controls the cell towers.  Town Manager Rolfe stated they need a 40-year lease to get other companies to add on to the tower.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he recommends “Option #4 – Lease Agreement Extension:  5 additional years effective at the expiration of the lease agreement, 11/30/2023 with the option to renew for 7 additional 5 year terms.  Rent payments and escalation rate to remain the same.  $15,000 signing bonus upon full-execution of extension agreement.”
Motion by Sonny Williams and Seconded by Mike Turner to extend Verizon Cell Tower Ground Lease to American Tower, Option #4.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

F. Proposed FY 2017 Budget Adoption Schedule.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe asked Council if they want to contract grass mowing out again this year.  Town Manager Rolfe stated there will be no increase and this will help town employees with the sewer rehab project getting ready to start.  Council agreed.  Town Manager Rolfe stated money needs to be put in the budget for a part-time farmer’s market manager and electric bills, etc. because the grant ran out.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he has advertised the RFP for an architect for the farmer’s market and hopes to have it ready by the first of May.  Town Council agreed to the budget workshop schedule.

G. Hiring Part-Time Financial Specialist.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated Donna Conner has been working with him on QS/1 since May 2015.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Mrs. Conner is no longer working for Mary Earhart’s office.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he will give her a key and she will work in the evenings and on weekends.  Town Manager Rolfe stated her rate is $20/hour.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Mrs. Conner will be covered by VML insurance as a part-time employee.
Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Mike Turner to hire Donna Conner as a part-time financial specialist.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

H. Ordinance for Wood Stoves.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated there is one outdoor wood stove that is under a carport and smokes, filling up the entire neighborhood.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he has been asked by several citizens if there is an ordinance about wood stoves and can something be done about this.  Council stated for Town Manager Rolfe to either send the owner a letter or personally visit him regarding this situation.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he will go visit him.

I. Committee/Commission Vacancies Filled. Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated there are quite a few vacancies for the committees and commissions.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the Town has a face book page and he has been putting information on there and it has been working.  Town Manager Rolfe asked Council if they want Jimmy Emore to be in charge of this year’s softball.  Council stated yes.

Other:
Mayor Ruby Clark stated Council needs to find people to fill the vacancies for the committees and commissions and bring their names to the March meeting.  Mayor Clark reminded everyone Town Hall will be closed Monday, February 15, 2016 for President’s Day.  Mayor Clark stated Day Light Savings Time begins Sunday, March 13, 2016.  Mayor Clark reminded Council to be thinking what they would like to do in memory of Sam Blackburn.
Public dismissed at 8:35 PM.
