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Minutes of Town Council Meeting
January 12, 2016

Rockbridge County Clerk of Court Bruce Patterson swore in Ruby Ogden Clark as Mayor and Jeremy Kilgore, Andrea Bradley, Monica Dock as Council members.

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark, followed by a brief prayer led by Councilor Jeremy Kilgore.  
Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  
Public Comment:

Boyd Walker – Jarvis Trail.  Mr. Walker stated he was issued a Resolution from the House of Delegates February 2, 2012 for his time served on Glasgow Town Council and other civic organizations.  Mr. Walker stated he would like to see the newsletter back out again.  Mr. Walker stated he has asked the Rockbridge County Sheriff for increased patrol in Glasgow but has not seen them.  Mr. Walker stated he sent a letter to two (2) Council members asking why the portion of Blue Ridge Road from Rt. 130 to the Glasgow Boat Landing was renamed Jarvis Trail and he had never received an answer.  Mr. Walker stated he is requesting a FOIA from Mayor Clark to find out why this road was renamed Jarvis Trail.  Mr. Walker stated the Jarvis family never lived in Glasgow, never paid taxes in Glasgow, and never did anything for Glasgow.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated this was done to honor Jonathan Jarvis, who was born a Rockbridge County resident, for what he has done for his country.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Mr. Jarvis grew up in Glasgow and was appointed by President Obama as the Director of the National Park Service.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Mr. Jarvis’ father was Mayor of Glasgow at one time.  Town Manager Rolfe stated a committee was set up and led by Jean Clark of the Lexington Tourism Board and the recommendation came from them.  Mr. Walker stated he would like to see the road changed to Sam Blackburn Way in honor of Glasgow’s late Mayor, Sam Blackburn.  Mr. Walker stated Mr. Blackburn did more for Glasgow than anyone has.   
Review of Minutes:
Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to approve Regular Council Meeting Minutes for December 8, 2015, and Special Called Town Council Meeting December 17, 2015.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Consideration of Bills:
Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to approve bills presented and any other bills that may come in.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Committee/Commission Reports:
None.
Old Business:
A. Truck Traffic Problems.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated VDOT says they hope to have the new signs up within the next thirty (30) days.  Town Manager Rolfe stated there is already one (1) new sign up for trucks saying not to go up Blue Ridge Road.

B. Water Project Update.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated we are wrapping up the water project next week.  Town Manager Rolfe stated power is being switched over from well #4 by Dominion Virginia Power.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Commonwealth Excavating has installed the SCADA system.  Town Manager Rolfe stated there was a problem getting the fiber working but as of today everything is ok.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Commonwealth was issued a Substantial Completion with a two (2) page list of things to do when they come back in the spring.  Town Manager Rolfe stated we read water meters last week.  Town Manager Rolfe stated we found one (1) meter that was reading wrong and discovered the meter had been put in backwards.  Town Manager Rolfe stated we will read meters again in three (3) weeks and print bills from QS/1.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the statements send out last week had an information page telling how the new billing system will work.
C.  Update on AT Lots.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated Mr. Locher agreed to donate two (2) lots and swap two (2) more lots so the Town will have four (4) lots at the AT shelter.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Mr. Locher wants the lots surveyed before he will sign the letter of intent.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the surveying will cost about $1,000, which the Town will pay.
New Business:
A. USDA Rural Development Grant for Sewer Rehab.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated USDA Rural Development came to Glasgow last Thursday, January 7, 2016 and offered the Town of Glasgow a loan of $961,000 and a grant for $2,704,000 for the sewer rehab project.  Town Manager Rolfe stated there will be no out-of-pocket money to the Town of Glasgow.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he will come back to the February 9, 2016 Town Council Meeting with the Engineering Contract.  Town Manager Rolfe stated USDA Rural Development has a Code of Conduct they want Council to adopt, sign and send back to them.
Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Mike Turner to adopt the USDA Rural Development Code of Conduct for the loan and grant for the sewer rehab project.

Carried unanimous voice vote.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he anticipates this project go out to bid in August or September 2016 and the construction time will take approximately one (1) year.  Town Manager Rolfe stated USDA Rural Development recommends establishing a separate checking account for the loan and grant.  Town Manager Rolfe he would like to advertise for bond council for legal services if this is ok with Town Council.  Town Council concurred to advertise for bond council.  Town Manager Rolfe stated based on USDA Rural Development’s analysis, at the close of this sewer project the sewer rate be raised to $36.08.  Town Manager Rolfe stated this is based on 507 connections.  Town Manager Rolfe stated we do not have that many connections so this number can come down a little.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the Town needs to budget $32,197 annually 12 years.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the 2018-2019 Budget is when the rates would have to change.  Town Manager Rolfe stated we may have to get a small construction loan to get started as we will  not get the loan or grant money until the project is put out to bid.
B. Annual Sewer Lab Update.  STP Supervisor Jeff Rankin stated tests, the lab, the technician were all included and everything passed.  Mr. Rankin stated when the annual audit is done he will need a copy of these minutes.  Mr. Rankin stated he is continuing regular testing and there are no problems with the equipment.  Mr. Rankin stated he will have to go to a 2-day training in Charlottesville in July 2016.  Mr. Rankin stated we are meeting all the requirements and there are no problems with testing.  Mr. Rankin stated we received a “certificate of excellence” for this inspection.  Mr. Rankin stated this is a state requirement and costs $1,300 - $1,600 per year.

 Other:
Town Manager Rolfe stated Council has a copy of a letter Mayor Clark received from Jonathan Jarvis thanking the Town for his reception in his honor in October 2015 and for the renaming of the road from Rt. 130 to the Glasgow Boat Landing to Jarvis Trail.

Town Manager Rolfe stated Council has a copy of the 2016 Pay & Holiday Calendar for the Commonwealth of Virginia.

Town Manager Rolfe asked Council if it was ok to go ahead and have the lots for Mr. Locher surveyed.  Council concurred.

Mayor Ruby Clark asked if Council wants to keep the Committees and Commissions that have been reappointed every year.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated it is hard to find people to serve on these.  Town Attorney Tommy Simons stated in Ordinance 2-20 it states the Mayor makes these appointments.  Town Attorney Simons stated if Council desires this section can be deleted the next time there is a public hearing if they are not being used.  Councilor Jeremy Kilgore stated if all Council members are appointed, there will not have to be a public hearing.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the only ones really needed are Parks & Recreation Committee, the Planning Commission, and the Zoning Board of Appeals.  Mayor Clark stated to put on the February agenda these committees and commissions and the vacancies that need to be filled.
Town Manager Rolfe stated Council has a copy of the 6-month financial breakdown.

Councilor Roger Funkhouser asked when Council will begin budget work sessions.  Town Manager Rolfe stated it is up to Council.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he will put together a schedule for the February 9, 2016 Council meeting.

Mayor Ruby Clark dismissed the public at 7:40 PM for Town Council to enter into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters and to get legal briefings from the Town Attorney.
