Old Business:

A. Award of Well Abandonment Project to Sydnor Hydro.  WWTP Supervisor Jeff Rankin stated the well abandonment project was awarded to Sydnor Hydro.  Mr. Rankin stated the VDH, Office of Drinking Water Grant was for $20,565.00.  Mr. Rankin stated the State will be chipping in an additional $3,568.18.  Councilor Sonny Williams asked how the wells will be sealed.  Mr. Rankin stated we have two (2) wells, one well is 810’ feet deep.  Mr. Rankin stated they will be filled with cement, per State requirements.  Councilor Mike Turner asked where the company is from.  Mr. Rankin stated they are from Richmond.

Mayor Clark stated Mr. Staton said he would keep the lots clean and mowed.  Council agreed to try for one (1) year.  Town Attorney Tom Simons stated to use the Comprehensive Plan as a guide.  Town Attorney Simons stated there is no need for a motion.
