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Minutes of Town Council Meeting
July 10, 2012

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Councilor Ruby Clark, followed by a brief prayer.

Mayor Sam Blackburn called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Public Comment Period:  

1.  David Wright – wanted Town to give him and Jeffrey Bennington right-of-way to land they bought from Elise Johnson.
2. Yvonne Reed – regarding letter wrote to Town Council and Mayor, wanted to know what has been done regarding her requests in the letter regarding working with the County, Forestry Service, Environmental Protection Agency, Virginia Department of Transportation, etc. on the flooding that occurs on her property and other land owners on Blue Ridge Road.  Town Manager Spitzer stated a meeting has been scheduled for Wednesday, July 18, 2012 with all area and state government representatives and will keep citizens involved and informed.
Review of Minutes:
Regular meeting 6/19/2012 – top of minutes says May 8.  Town Manager Spitzer stated he would correct this.
Motion by Ruby Clark and Seconded by Monica Dock to approve minutes with correction.  
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Consideration of Bills:
Town Manager Spitzer stated he would negotiate with the County to help pay the Green Forest Survey.
Motion by Ruby Clark and Seconded by Mike Turner to pay bills as presented and any other bills that may come up.  
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Committee/Commission Reports:
No comments.
Police Activity Report:

No report.
Old Business:

A. Green Forest Survey:  Town Manager Spitzer stated Council needs to decide whether to charge Tom McFadden Town real estate taxes, as the survey showed his home is within Glasgow town limits.
B. Auditing Services:  Town Manager Spitzer stated VML VaCO fired the two (2) people who worked on the Town’s account last year and have two (2) new people.  Mr. Spitzer stated they would come to Town Hall one (1) day per quarter to get everything ready for audit.

Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Mike Turner to go back with Mary Earhart for the Town’s auditing services.  

Carried unanimous voice vote.

New Business:  

A. David Wright:  David Wright requested a 15’ right-of-way thru the gate at the old well to get to his and Jeffrey Bennington’s properties they bought from Elise Johnson, instead of having to put in a new road.  Town Attorney Tom Simons stated the Town must have a Public Hearing because the Town will be giving up a right-of-way.  Mr. Simons stated this must be advertised two (2) weeks, then the Public Hearing would be held at the August 2012 Council meeting.

Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Roger Funkhouser to advertise for a Public Hearing at the August 2012 Council meeting for a request from David Wright and Jeffrey Bennington for a 15’ right-of-way thru the gate at the old well to their properties, purchased from Elise Johnson.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

B.  Resistivity Test:  Town Manager Spitzer stated he had received a quote from Hurt & Proffitt to find water on property between 3rd Street and 4th Street.  Mr. Spitzer stated this is the same line that Mohawk has water on.  Mr. Spitzer stated the property belongs to Gerry Locher and Meyka Long.
Motion by Ruby Clark and Seconded by Mike Turner to move forward with this test.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

C. Boat Landing:  Mr. Spitzer stated there is a grant available from the Department of Game and Inland Fisheries for 75% to do work at the boat landing.  Mr. Spitzer stated Glasgow would do the other 25% thru in-kind work.  Mr. Spitzer stated the grant is due in November.  Mr. Spitzer stated DGIF says they have right-of-way from the parking lot to the James River from CSX.  Mr. Spitzer stated Sam Crickenberger from Rockbridge County is still trying to get Glasgow the whole strip of land from CSX.  

Motion by Roger Funkhouser and Seconded by Mike Turner to apply for this grant.

Carried unanimous voice vote.  

D.  Jail Commission Report/Resolution:  Town Manager Spitzer stated Council needs to approve the Resolution and the Mayor needs to sign, as Glasgow has a representative on the Jail Commission and Glasgow taxes go to support the Rockbridge Regional Jail.

Motion by Roger Funkhouser and Seconded by Ruby Clark to support the Resolution.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

E.  Storm Damage Report:  Town Manager Spitzer stated the roof on the town’s Maintenance Shop and the interior ceiling were damaged during the bad storm that hit in early July, a tree fell on the fence at the water tank, and the light pole at the softball field was knocked down.  Mr. Spitzer stated the Town has a $1,000 deductible, after that the insurance pays.  Mr. Spitzer stated the second storm that hit Glasgow, the Town had to rent a generator, but since the State issued a state of emergency, the Town can probably get reimbursed for the cost of the generator from the State.  Mr. Spitzer stated Public Works is still picking up trees and brush from the storm.  Town Councilor Ruby Clark asked if the pole at the ball field is safe.  Mr. Spitzer stated Dominion Virginia Power has not come yet and that is why it has been roped off.  Mr. Spitzer stated he has called an electrician to come look at it.  Councilor Clark asked if the light would be needed for the Music in the Park to be held on July 21.  Mr. Spitzer stated no, the lights are only turned on to clean up afterwards.
Additional Items:
Town Manager Spitzer stated there is a lady writing a fictional e-book about a murder in Glasgow and wants permission to use the name of Glasgow in the opening and a picture of Glasgow.  

Mr. Spitzer stated Jeff Rankin wants to go to two (2) classes.  Mr. Spitzer stated he will get his credits needed, and must register for the 1st class by July 19.  Mr. Spitzer stated the class is in Charlottesville on August 6 and 7, and the cost is $300 plus hotel for one (1) night.

Motion by Caleb Keckler and Seconded by Mike Turner to send Jeff Rankin to class in Charlottesville.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Mr. Spitzer stated there are two (2) grants he can apply for, for the 2nd class, which is a conference in Virginia Beach.  Mr. Spitzer stated if he doesn’t get the grants, the cost is $225 plus hotel.  Mr. Spitzer stated the conference is in September.
Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Roger Funkhouser to apply for the two (2) grants to send Jeff Rankin to conference in Virginia Beach in September.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Councilor Caleb Keckler asked if there is an ordinance on yard sales in commercial zones.  Town Manager Spitzer stated no.  Council stated this should be sent to the Planning Commission. 

Public dismissed at 7:55 PM for Council to go into Executive Session.
Motion by Ruby Clark and Seconded by Mike Turner to go into Executive Session.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Motion by Caleb Keckler and Seconded by Roger Funkhouser to leave Executive Session.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Motion by Ruby Clark and Seconded by Roger Funkhouser Council did not discuss anything in Executive Session other than what went into Session for.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Motion by Ruby Clark and Seconded by Roger Funkhouser to appoint Aaron Britton as Glasgow Town Sgt., effective July 23, 2012.

Mayor Sam Blackburn asked if anyone wanted to vote on the original motion.  None.

Motion by Ruby Clark and Seconded by Roger Funkhouser to appoint Aaron Britton as Glasgow Town Sgt., effective July 21, 2012.

Carried unanimous raising of right hand.
