The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark, followed by a brief prayer led by Councilor Jeremy Kilgore.  
Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Motion by Mike Turner and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to approve Town Council Meeting Minutes for May 12, 2015, and Public Hearing Minutes for June 4, 2015.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Motion by Mike Turner and Seconded by Sonny Williams to approve bills and any other bills that come up during the month.

Police Activity Report:

Old Business:

A. Town Sgt. Position.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he has talked to the state regarding Glasgow’s 599 grant money and Glasgow will continue to receive this as long as the Town continues to try to hire a police officer.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he has received the last quarter payment.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he has received a new resume from a local resident, who is currently out of the state training with the National Guard and will be back the middle of June if Council wants to interview him.   Council stated they would like to talk to this man.  Councilor Roger Funkhouser stated he needs to fill out a complete resume for Council to look at.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he will contact him and set up a meeting time. Town Manager Rolfe stated he has heard there is possibly another candidate from Iron Gate who might be interested in the position.  Town Manager Rolfe asked Council if they want to advertise the position again.  Council stated they do not want to re-advertise at this time.  
B. Update on Water Improvement Project.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the contractors have about 20 meters left to install.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the VDH approved the plans for a new water line on Blue Ridge Road.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Hurt & Proffitt was supposed to hear from VDOT today, but it is probably going to be after July 4, 2015.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he has asked Mr. Locher if the Town can use his lots across the railroad tracks to stack the new pipe being delivered.  Town Manager Rolfe stated all the fire hydrants have now been replaced.  Town Manager Rolfe stated HD Supply will be here next Tuesday and Wednesday to do training on meter reading, loading the information into the computer.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Book 1 will be read next week, followed by Book 2 the next week, then Book 3 the following week.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he would like to start billing in October.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Book 1 customers would get three (3) complimentary bills, Book 2 would get two (2) complimentary bills, and Book 3 would get one (1) complimentary bill.  Councilor Roger Funkhouser stated everyone should get at least two (2) complimentary bills.  Council agreed.
New Business: 
A. Proposal for Trash Removal – Clifford Woolfrey.  Mr. Clifford Woolfrey and Kimberly Woolfrey stated to Council they would like to submit a two (2) year proposal for trash pick-up.  Mr. Woolfrey stated he has over 40 years experience and has been serving Rockbridge County for three (3) years.  Mr. Woolfrey stated there would be no trash left on the ground, lids would be placed back on cans, he would have a spring clean-up once a year at no extra charge, picking up appliances, furniture, tv’s, doors, any metal, no tires.  Mr. Woolfrey stated he would charge $4 per resident per month.  Mr. Woolfrey stated he cannot afford to pick up recycling right now at that price.  Mr. Woolfrey stated he would leave the collection day the same as it is now, every Tuesday beginning at 6:00 AM.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe asked if he would provide the Town with large containers e.g. STP rags to be dumped, and would he do brush pick-up.  Mr. Woolfrey stated brush could be tied up and included in weekly trash pick-up.  Town Manager Rolfe asked how long this price is good for.  Mr. Woolfrey stated his price would remain $4 per resident until the landfill starts charging a tipping fee.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Glasgow is part of Rockbridge County and there should be no tipping fee.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the proposal would be considered by Council.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Glasgow is under contract at this time and the Town is only being charged $3 per resident per month and the contractor has never gone up on his rates.  Town Manager Rolfe thanked Mr. Woolfrey for speaking with Council.
B. Proposal to Replace Decaying Stairs at WWTP.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the Town had a surprise visit from OSHA.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the metal steps that go down in the pits are rusted out.  Town Manager Rolfe stated George Jones, who put the pumps in, gave a quote of $6,000.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Dan Cranston gave a quote of $3,227.  Town Manager Rolfe stated this is a safety hazard and the Town can get written up by OSHA if the decaying steps are not replaced.  Town Manager Rolfe stated a brand new set of metal steps is $16,000 and this does not include installation.

Motion by Sonny Williams and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to replace the decaying steps at the WWTP for $3,227.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

C. Vote to Approve Ordinance to Adopt and Appropriate Proposed FY 2015-2016 Budget.  

Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded  by Andrea Bradley to approve the ordinance to adopt and appropriate the proposed FY 2015-2016 Budget.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

D. Vote to Approve Ordinance to Rescind and Readopt Chapter 6 of the Town Code and to Adopt Chapter 20 of the Town Code.  

Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to approve the ordinance to rescind and readopt Chapter 6 of the Town Code and to adopt Chapter 20 of the Town Code.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Other:
Councilor Andrea Bradley asked when the Parks and Recreation Committee will have a meeting.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he will schedule one for next Monday, Tuesday or Thursday at 5:00 PM.

Mayor Ruby Clark stated Town Hall will be closed Friday, July 3, 2015 for Independence Day.  Mayor Clark stated the next regularly scheduled Council meeting will be July 14, 2015.

Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated there were about 50 hikers at the hiker shelter this past weekend.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the Town is now doing trash pick-up at the hiker shelter twice a week and the port-a-potty three (3) times a week.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the hikers are spending a lot of money in Town.  Town Manager Rolfe stated 2016 is supposed to be a big year on the Appalachian Trail.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Jonathan Jarvis is coming to Rockbridge County October 16-17, 2015.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Mr. Jarvis is head of the National Park System and is a presidential appointee to honor Buena Vista and Glasgow for supporting the Appalachian Trail.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the schools are trying to have some type of ceremony when he is here as he is from Rockbridge County.
Mayor Ruby Clark asked if Springsted has finished the job descriptions, pay scales, and updating the employee handbook for Glasgow.  Town Manager Rolfe stated they are finishing up now and he hopes to have a report for the July Council meeting.

Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to adjourn at 7:30 PM.
