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Minutes of Town Council Public Hearing
June 4, 2015
Glasgow Public Library
Council Members Present:  Sonny Williams, Mike Turner, Jeremy Kilgore, Andrea Bradley, Monica Dock.

Also Present:  Mayor Ruby Clark, Town Manager Bill Rolfe, Administrative Assistant Jane Higginbotham.

Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  
Public Hearing:
A. Public Comments Regarding Adoption of Proposed FY 2015 – 2016 Budget.
None.

B. Public Comments Regarding Adoption of Revised Chapter 6 and Adoption of Chapter 20 of the Town Code.
None.

Old Business:

A. Town Sgt. Position – Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he has had two (2) conversations with the applicant Council interviewed and got him the insurance information he requested.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he has tried four (4) times to call and email and has received no reply.  Town Manager Rolfe asked Council how they would like to proceed.  Councilor Jeremy Kilgore stated the position should be readvertised or go back over the applications already on file.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he has received two (2) more applications in the last several weeks, which were not qualified.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he has spoken with someone with the State regarding the annual $24,000 599 grant we receive each year.  Town Manager Rolfe stated as long as the Town is actively pursuing to fill the Town Sgt. position, we can continue to get the money.  
B. Empty Bank Building – Councilor Jeremy Kilgore asked if the Town has heard any more from the bank who was interested in coming to Glasgow.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he has not heard from them since January 2015.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he emailed them about one (1) month ago and never received a response.
C. Town Shop – Town Manager Rolfe stated the garage door broke yesterday with the Town trucks inside.  Town Manager Rolfe stated it was fixed yesterday from the company who put the motor in.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the repair man stated it was very fortunate that the door did not come off its tracks totally and fall on Chris Flint.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the repair man stated we need a new door and is getting us a quote.  Councilor Kilgore stated a new door is not needed if we are talking about adding a new town shop on to Town Hall.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the doctor office next door is in the process of expanding his building and he is waiting on that to be finished before further talk on adding a new town shop on to Town Hall.  
D. Police Car – Councilor Monica Dock asked if the police car is being started and moved frequently.  Town Manager Rolfe stated it is being started about every 3-4 weeks and driven up the mountain to blow it out.  Town Manager Rolfe stated there is a short in the battery somewhere that cannot be found.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the Explorer has been in the shop for several weeks for repairs.
E. Water Improvement Project – Town Manager Rolfe stated the installation of meters is almost finished.  Town Manager Rolfe stated three (3) fire hydrants also have to be replaced on Rockbridge Road.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the plans for the new water line on Blue Ridge Road are with VDOT, and they are almost ready to sign off on it.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he has been told by the contractor that he may have to pull his crews off our project the end of June to go to a job in Charlottesville and they would not be back until August.  Town Manager Rolfe stated we do not want this to happen as it will throw our meter reading & billing off for the new fiscal year.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the contractor is continuing dress up installed meters with dirt, grass seed and straw.
New Business: 
A.  Waive Fees for Two (2) Benefit Softball Tournaments – Town Manager Rolfe stated there are two (2) benefit softball tournaments to be held and requests have been made to waive the $100 fees.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the first tournament will be held Saturday and Sunday, June 13 & 14, 2015 and funds will go to a local family toward funeral expenses.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the second tournament will be held Saturday and Sunday, August 29 & 30, 2015 and funds go to an annual scholarship at Parry McCluer High School.  Council stated they have no problem waiving fees for these two (2) benefit softball tournaments.

B. Charts for Water Usage for New Meters – Town Manager Rolfe stated Council has a copy of charts for residential meters, and commercial/business meters inside and outside of town limits.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the charts show how much a water bill will be according to how much water is used.  Town Manager Rolfe stated this should be very helpful for Council when they are asked questions from citizens regarding the new water bills when meter readings begin.    Town Manager Rolfe stated Town staff will have training on actual meter readings on June 16 & 17, 2015.  Town Manage Rolfe stated Book #1 will be read at this time and then several weeks later Book #2 will be read.  Town Manager Rolfe stated it looks like we are only going to have three (3) books instead of four (4).  
C. Delinquent Real Estate Taxes – Mayor Ruby Clark asked about the delinquent real estate taxes and where we stand on collecting these.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he needs to talk to Rockbridge County Treasurer Betty Trovato as they already have a lawyer who handles sale of property for delinquent taxes.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Glasgow’s delinquent taxes should be able to be collected or the property sold the same time the County does theirs.
D. Farmer’s Market – Town Manager Rolfe stated the application for the grant for the Farmer’s Market has been finished and will be sent in shortly.
E. Health Insurance – Town Manager Rolfe stated he received today from VML information on doing a state pool on health insurance which would probably make employees health insurance cheaper.

Mayor Clark stated to remember that next week’s Council meeting has been changed from Tuesday, June 9, 2015 to Thursday, June 11, 2015 at 7:00 PM at the Library.  Mayor Clark stated Council will be voting on the proposed budget for FY 2015 – 2016 and adoption of revised Chapter 6 and adoption of Chapter 20 of the Town Code.

Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Mike Turner to adjourn.
