Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  
Public Hearing:

Review of Minutes:

Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Sonny Williams to approve the minutes for the Regular April 12, 2016 Council Meeting.

Consideration of Bills:

Motion by Mike Turner and Seconded by Jeremy Kilgore to approve bills presented and any other bills that may come in.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Committee/Commission Reports:
Mayor Ruby Clark asked Council if they had names for the two (2) vacant seats on the Zoning Board.  There were none.
Mayor Clark stated the Community Strong Committee will have its final meeting May 19, 2016 at 6:00 PM at Scotto’s.

Old Business:

A. Update on Water Project –  WWTP operator Jeff Rankin stated all radio-read transmitters have been installed on water meters.  Mr. Rankin stated the Town will do its first radio-read water bill for the May billing.

New Business:

A. Award CCTV and Sewer Cleaning Project.  WWTP operator Jeff Rankin stated Hydro-Structures won the lowest bid at $151,000.  Mr. Rankin stated this is to clean and CCTV approximately 50,000 LF of 8” – 15” of gravity sewer collection pipes and appurtenances.
Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Mike Turner to award the CCTV and Sewer Cleaning Project to Hydro-Structures for $151.000.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

B. Discussion to Consider Changing Insurance from VML to VACo.  Due to absence of Town Manager, this will moved to the June 14, 2016 agenda.

C. Virginia Employment Commission – Notice of Benefit Liability.  Mayor Ruby Clark stated the Town will have to pay unemployment benefits to Fred Smith, who resigned as Glasgow Town Sgt. in May 2016. 

D.  Notification of VDOT Traffic Countin 5/16-6/3/2016 Weather Permitting.  Mayor Ruby Clark stated this is to make Council aware of traffic counters in Glasgow.
Other:
Mayor Ruby Clark stated Councilors Jeremy Kilgore and Monica Dock will be on vacation for the June 14, 2016 Council meeting.  Mayor Clark stated deadline to sign up for reelection in the November 2016 election is June 14, 2016.  Mayor Clark stated Town Hall will be closed May 30, 2016 in observance of Memorial Day.

Town Attorney Tom Simons stated Judy Loughhead has the Deed of Trust on Billy Walker for the 709 8th Street property from 1990 for $48,000.  Town Attorney Simons stated there is another judgment against the property.  Town Attorney Simons stated he is working with Mrs. Loughhead on this problem.  Town Attorney Simons stated the property is worth more without the structure on it.  Town Attorney Simons stated Mrs. Loughhead is willing to sell the Deed of Trust at a low price.  Reese McClanahan thanked Town Attorney Simons and Glasgow Town Council for trying to get this problem taken care of.  Mrs. McClanahan stated there was a U-Haul there this past weekend moving things out.  Town Attorney Simons stated Mrs. Loughhead is asking Council for 1-2 months to see if she can sell the note.  Town Attorney Simons stated Mrs. Loughhead will never get the $48,000 for the note and that this will be up to Town Council.

WWTP operator Jeff Rankin stated when he cut the pump off for maintenance last night, the belt broke and he had to call Waste Management Solutions to come fix it.  Mr. Rankin stated the repair man arrived at 1:4 AM and he stayed with him until 10:00 AM.  Mr. Rankin stated Town employee Robert Humphreys, Jr. came in at 4:00 AM to help.

Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Monica Dock to adjourn at 7:15 PM.
